· Process Evaluation (Information Item)

· Steering Update (Information Item)

· Work closely with HPS to ensure that HPPC members and the community are informed of relevant topical issues.

· Produce a list of HIV prevention organizations in order to inform the committee, the HPPC and educate the community on the HIV Prevention resources in San Francisco.

· Stay in-line with the “New Directions” of the HPS 

· Make the Plan relevant for community members (i.e., showing members of the community how they can best utilize the Plan)

· Conduct an informal spacial and community mapping of the city focusing on identified BRPs to identify gaps in services for high risk populations.
