· Process Evaluation (Information Item)

It was stated that the evaluations looked good and that we continue to encourage people to complete it. The comments are very helpful and it helps us approve upon the meeting. It was stated that it is important that we continue to be productive and that today we would like for people to have their thinking cap on.
· Steering Update (Information Item)

There was good discussion at the steering meeting. One of the council members Ed Byrom brought up a letter with regards to the new direction and how important it would be for the council to actually have a vote to have an idea of where the members stand on the New Directions. There were many comments on this and the committee asked if there is a way that the letter can be part of the steering committee minutes. It was also stated that according to the by-laws if 7 or more members felt that it was necessary a special council meeting can be called. It was decided that there is already a meeting scheduled for May 13th, and this will be an opportunity for members to hear back from Grant regarding the feedback that he have been getting. Therefore, a vote will be held off at this point. A brief discussion about what Michael Petrelis brought up at the council meeting was had and this committee will follow up on that later on. 
Priority Consideration Box: This item was explained. Committee members were asked to submit their ideas for possible needs assessment and research opportunities to Steering using the committee’s process evaluation. Suggestions will be compiles and presented to Steering to make a decision. The idea is to have as much input as possible from council and community members.

5.  Develop committee schedule of projects and prioritize it items: Brainstorm was done with regards to sub-population 
Populations: Transmen, Native American (IDU), Incarcerated, Chicano MSM, African American MSM, Trans MSM, Homeless - + Transgender, Sex Workers, Youth (BRP) and under 21 (TBD), CIS; Gender men who have sex with Transfemale, WMSM, API, and IDU. 
The top choices were: Native American, Trans MSM, Generational Latino (Chicano), African American MSM, White MSM.
Potential Formats:  Health Summit (Trans), community forum, lunch and learn, social/mixer, webinar (service provider/CE unit possibility), speaker bureau, teach-in, Guerilla activity, visibility/social marketing, create a flyer, website (SFHIV)

6. Discussion with Grant on “New Directions”: 
An overview was given around the process of the “New Directions” and about how gathering feedback from different providers, community groups, as well as individuals has been happening.
The committee had the opportunity to express some of their thoughts and concerns about the “New Direction.”  The committee asked Grant some clarifying questions regarding New Directions, specifically seeking a better understanding on how these new approaches would relate to the committee’s scope of work.  One of the clarifying questions brought up asked directly how the “New Directions” is in line with the Plan itself. It was stated that the “New Directions” are focused on the five areas that HPPC had voted on. That the idea is to decrease the rate infection by 50% and it is believe that this new way will be an opportunity to do this. A second clarifying question was around if part of the goal is to get more people to get tested, how this would be different than the other services where testing method have been increase.  

Next Steps:
The members of the committee will choose which populations they would like focus on, it was also stated that this brainstorming process will be ongoing it is important for all members of the committee to come prepared to discuss and contribute to the dialogue.
