HPPC COMMUNITY CO-CHAIR JOB DESCRIPTION

Role Summary

The Community Co-chairs work in conjunction with the SFDPH Co-chair to provide leadership and direction to the HPPC. They ensure that all members understand and exercise their responsibilities and that the HPPC accomplishes its mission and goals.

Selection Procedure and Length of Commitment

The Community Co-chairs are elected by the HPPC in accordance with the voting procedures outlined in the HPPC Bylaws and the Policies and Procedures Manual. The Community Co-chairs are elected for a term of 2 years on a staggered term basis, one in even-numbered years and the other in odd-numbered years.  The Co-chair may be re-elected to one additional term. The lifetime length of service for a Community Co-chair is 42 months.

Roles and Responsibilities

· Serve as the public face of the HPPC at conferences, at events, and in the media

· Monitors the linkages and ensures continuity and concordance among committee work, Council work, the HIV Prevention Plan, the Cooperative Agreement, and resource allocation

· Sit on Steering Committee (SFDPH and community Co-chairs) and Membership Committee (one of the three Co-chairs)

· Sign letter of concurrence/non-concurrence and other official documents on behalf of the HPPC

· Preside at HPPC meetings on a rotating basis, with SFDPH Co-chair

· Follow up on member absenteeism and carry out member dismissal procedures

· Determine the annual scope of work for HPPC and its planning support consultants, form appropriate subcommittees, and assign HPPC members to committees*

· Develop agendas for full Council meetings*

· Develop improved ways to operate the HPPC*

· Act as the first level of intervention in resolving grievances*

Urban Coalition of HIV Prevention Services (UCHAPS):
Gayle Burns, representing the HPPC and Israel Nieves-Rivera and Grant Colfax, representing the HIV Prevention Section, will be attending the UCHAPS meeting in Detroit on June 10 & 11th.  This meeting coincides with the HIV Prevention Leadership summit. At each meeting the jurisdictions select a topic for Peer Technical Assistance, during this meeting; UCHAPS will focus on the success and challenges of Syringe Access Programs.  The coalition will also be meeting with Sam Dooley, MD and Cindy Getty from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention to discuss implementation and training needs of the new guidelines for Partner Services. 
UCHAPS is also scheduled to have their annual meeting with Kevin Fenton, M.D., Ph.D., F.F.P.H., Director of the National Center for HIV/AIDS, Viral Hepatitis, STD, and TB Prevention.  The meeting will focus on discussing issues of mutual concern and ways to work in partnership to address theses matter.

Strategies, Interventions, & Evaluation Committee: The committee met on Wed. April 4th.  The committee reviewed the draft scope of work, and determined that they would like to include more detail on the work they will accomplish this year. The committee agreed to start focusing on CTL issues at the next meeting. Eiko has announced that she will be stepping down as Co-chair of the committee, and may be resigning from the Council. At the June meeting the committee will elect a new Co-chair.
Membership/Community Liaison Committee:
The committee met on Thursday, May 1st.  Mazdak Mazarei of Asian Pacific Islander American Health Forum came to the committee meeting to debrief the Council’s April 10th Diversity/Team Building Training which covered the pluses and deltas related to the planning process, training results, and relationships.  The committee reviewed and discussed recommendations from the Steering Committee in regards to updating the HPPC Membership Application form.  The committee will also take the lead in developing Council Member Profiles which will be happening in the coming months.  The next committee meeting is scheduled for Thursday, June 5th from 3:00 – 4:30pm.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care (POI) Committee:
The committee met on Monday, May 5.  The members voted to approve the new POI scope of work for 2008 which includes convening a monthly community workgroup for developing best practices for Prevention with Positives in San Francisco.  Also, this committee will provide guidance to Harder & Co. on the structure and approach of the next Epi chapter of the new plan later in the year.  The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 2 from 3-5 pm.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:  The group met on 5/1. The committee reviewed the Community assessment chapter, and provided feedback and guidance to Harder & Co on how to proceed with the chapter in the next Plan. At the next meeting the group will continue to discuss the distinction between Drivers and Cofactors. The next meeting is scheduled for June 4, from 3:30-5:30 pm.  
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
