4.  Committee Business

· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)

· The HPPC Steering Committee met on July 22, from 3-5 pm. The group spent time debriefing the July Council meeting. Steering also approved the agenda and gave feedback on the presentations for the August HPPC meeting. Steering also discussed possible topics for a needs assessment to be conducted in 2011. The next meeting is scheduled for August 26, from 3-5.
· The next full HPPC meeting is scheduled for August 12, from 3-6:00. We will have three presentations at this meeting: 1) Vote on the letter of concurrence, 2) Vote & approve updates from the Bylaws, Policies, & Procedures Committee, and 3) Update on Urban Coalition for HIV AIDS Prevention Services (UCHAPS).

· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HHSPC)

5.  Follow-up Joint Council Meeting 
Aimee covered this agenda item. She explained that the goal for this agenda item is to approve the committee’s statement regarding CVL.  Last month, the committee agreed that CVL is an important topic both locally and nationally.  She discussed how CVL data is still preliminary, but at the same time, it could already be influencing both local and national HIV/AIDS policies.  She added that the committee did not feel that it was the right time to make actual recommendations, but members agreed that it is very important that the committee continues to be part of the dialogue around CVL.  

To do this, the committee decided to craft a statement which was discussed last month. A draft CVL statement was sent out to members last week.  Aimee explained that today, the POI committee is reviewing the document together and then we will vote on its approval. She added that she had some feedback from absent members that she will share with the group.

Aimee referred the group to the handout titled, “Community Viral Load, A statement from the Points of Integration Committee, August 2010”. A member suggested making the wording a little more cautious. After discussion by the group, the committee decided to approve the document as written. A motion to approve the document as written was made by Ken, with a 2nd by Ed. The motion was approved by roll call vote.

6.  Review and Approve Committee Recommendation on Substance Use/Mental Health   
Aimee covered this agenda item. Aimee referred the group to the document titled, “Points of Integration Committee-August 2, 2010 Substance Use & Mental Health Services Discussion-Potential Recommendations”.  This document has been revised and incorporates the feedback given at the July meeting.  

Aimee explained that the handout summarizes a couple possible recommendations.  She reminded the group that last month, we reviewed these recommendations.  Overall, the committee was in agreement with them, with the following edits: 
· First recommendation:  Refer to previous community planning work that resulted in similar recommendations around care coordination (e.g. SFDPH Community Programs Stakeholder Engagement Process)
· Second recommendation:  Instead of “recommends”, use “support” or “encourage” the development of a community planning group.  It is not the committee’s place to recommend that a group be convened.  
After some discussion, the committee agreed to vote to approve the recommendations on substance use and mental health services. A motion to approve was made by Ken with a second by Ed. The motion was approved by roll call vote.

7.  Review and Provide Feedback on PWP Substance Use Best Practices Guide
