Review 6/03/09 Process Evaluation:  Weihaur summarized the process evaluation results from the last meeting, which were largely positive. He noted one comment that indicated that the respondent felt like decisions had been pre-determined and the committee was just there to rubber stamp them. He asked if anyone had thoughts on this comment.  There were none.
5.  Review of “the Guide” for the Strategies & Interventions Chapter
Emalie noted that the SIE Committee has been asked to provide an update on the process for the Guide and appendices at the next HPPC meeting, in September.  She shared the presentation and handout and asked for feedback.  There was none.  The Committee decided that Mike Cooley will present the update at the September HPPC meeting.

Kym provided an overview of the Guide and went over differences between the 2004 Plan and the 2010 Plan. She also discussed the updates made from the approved recommendations made by the Strategies & Interventions Committee in 2006.  Kym noted that the format has been updated so all interventions appear in one section and are followed by all the strategies in the following section and that a few strategies have been added.
Introduction section:

· Example of how to use the guide will be modified to include two examples, one will be an evidence-based behavioral intervention example and one will be an HIV status awareness example.

· The definitions of interventions and strategies will be highlighted better.

Tool Box 1:

· Kym took comments from members about the behavioral theories section.
· Mike Cooley will work with Kym to discuss Stress & Coping Theory and decide if it is a theory or strategy, if it should remain in the Guide and, if so, provide an HIV prevention example to include with it.

Tool Box 2:

· Kym took comments from members about the interventions section.

· Kym asked questions for clarification on the VBIO & PCM sections.

· A member asked that the lack of evidence for PEP’s efficacy be clarified.

· Interventions for detecting & treating co-morbidities should be shortened. John Newmeyer volunteered to work on the viral hepatitis sections.

· Kym took comments from members about the strategies section.

· The section on addressing substance use should have more on alcohol/heavy drinking.

· Recommendation to remove “Drama, Theater and Role Play”

· Discussion on “harm reduction” vs. “risk reduction” – Jen Hecht will work with Kym to get more information on this and determine if there is a distinction that should be made in the Plan.

· “HIV Prevention in Primary Care” will be changed to “HIV Prevention in Medical Care”

· Members discussed the strengths and limitations of “Treatment Adherence” – Kym will modify these sections.

Tool Box 3:

· The Structural Changes section needs narrative on strengths and limitations.

· There is still confusion about the difference between structural interventions and structural changes. Kym will work to ensure the distinction is clear.
