Announcements:

Report Back from the International AIDS Conference Session at CAPS:
On Friday, September 19th from 1:00 - 2:00 p.m. there will be a report back from the 2008 International AIDS Conference.  This will be held at the Centers for AIDS Prevention Services (CAPS), in the McKusick Conference Room.   CAPS is located at 50 Beale street in San Francisco.
Urban Coalition of HIV Prevention Services (UCHAPS):  Isela González and Perry Rhodes III representing the HPPC and Israel Nieves-Rivera representing the HIV Prevention Section will be at a UCHAPS meeting in Ft. Lauderdale, Florida on September 22 & 23rd.  At each meeting the jurisdictions select a topic for Peer Technical Assistance.  During this meeting UCHAPS will focus on the success and challenges of Syringe Access Programs.  Also at this meeting UCHAPS will focus on Gay/MSM behavioral surveillance and strategies to reduce new infections.  UCHAPS will be joined by David Purcell, Branch Chief, Prevention Research Branch, Division of HIV/AIDS Prevention, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 

UCHAPS is also scheduled to meet with Robert E. Fullilove, EdD Associate Dean, Community and Minority Affairs Professor of Clinical Sociomedical Sciences, Mailman School of Public Health at Columbia University and Gregory W. Edwards, Ed.D, Executive Director of the Flowers Heritage Foundation.  The goal of the meeting is to review and discuss the document “A Vision of Thoughtful Chang” that was presented at the International AIDS Conference in Mexico City.  The document is the summary of a two-day “think tank” meeting that the foundation convened earlier this year and attended by several UCHAPS members.
Update on Development of the 2010 HIV Prevention Plan:  This will be a recurring item on the Steering agenda and the Co-chairs report to keep the Council updated on the status of the HIV Prevention Plan.  If you have any questions, please contact Eileen at Eileen.Loughran@sfdph.org.
Federal, State and City Update:

Dr. Julie Gerberding, Director of the CDC, spend nearly two weeks at San Francisco General Hospital at the end of August doing a rotation in infectious diseases and giving a Grand Rounds presentation on the National Health Shortage.  During her stay, Dr. Gerberding saw a variety of patients on the medical, surgical and intensive care units with complex infectious disease problems.  Because she is interested in all aspects of public health, she also visited HIV sites, a health center, a shelter and a needle exchange site.   

The California Legislature passed legislation by Assembly Member Paul Krekorian (D-Burbank) that will require health insurers operating in California to cover routine HIV screening. Assembly Bill 1894--the first bill of its kind in the nation--passed out of the Assembly after concurrence in Senate amendments (on a bipartisan vote of 47-29) last week, and awaits the Governor's signature to become law.
The California Legislature also passed legislation by Assembly Member Assembly Bill 2899 (Portantino, D--Pasadena) the Sexually Transmitted Diseases and HIV/AIDS Counseling Reform Bill.  The bill adds Section 120846 to the Health and Safety Code, relating to public health to allows publicly funded HIV test sites to provide educational services to individuals, as appropriate.  The bill allows HIV test sites to determine whether a person should be allowed to self-administer any data collection form as required by the Department of Public Health (DPH); and provide prevention education through various methods. The bill also awaits the Governor's signature to become law. 
Committee Updates:

Membership/Community Liaison Committee:  
The committee met on Thursday, September 4th.  Steve Muchnick, newly appointed committee co-chair, led the meeting.  The group discussed and planned for the new membership recruitment action items which include reviewing the current membership composition, review of the demographic information of the 2009-2010 annual recruitment applicants, and revision of the HPPC membership recruitment interview questions.  Based on recent changes to the membership composition and demographics of the received applications, the committee voted to re-open recruitment specifically targeting three priority populations; (1) Male-to-female transgender or transwomen, (2) Youth under the age of 20, and (3) Mothers with/at risk for HIV.  The deadline for this targeted recruitment is Friday, September 19th.  Additionally, the committee reviewed the new membership orientation binder and discussed ideas to enhance new membership orientation.

The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, October 2nd, from 3:00 – 4:30PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care (POI) Committee:  
The POI Committee has met twice since the last HPPC meeting.  On August 18th, the POI Committee and PWP Work Group continued to review and discuss the draft outline for the PWP Best Practice Standard.  We discussed the following guiding questions:

-Who are the providers (types/groups) of PWP services?

-What do providers need to know in order to carry out PWP interventions?

-What skills do providers need?

-What training is necessary?  (core, ongoing, specialized)

We also confirmed dates and topics for September, October and November:

-September 8:  Discuss Interventions and Resources  

-October 6:  Discuss Collaborative Practice and System of Care and Prevention 
-November 3:  Review Best Practice Draft
The Committee met again on Monday, September 8th.  The PWP Work Group began discussing PWP intervention opportunities, components of the interventions, implementation recommendations and appropriate providers of the interventions.  The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 6th from 3:00-5:00 pm.

Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The committee met on Thursday, September 4, and continued to discuss drivers and cofactors in relation to the Priority Setting Model. The group reviewed a brainstorm list of drivers from a previous meeting, and determined that several of the items were not drivers. Grant Colfax was invited to the meeting to answer questions and concerns about drivers. The committee discussed a possible model that incorporated drivers and cofactors. The next meeting is scheduled for October 2, from 3:30-5:30 pm.
Strategies, Interventions, & Evaluation Committee: The group met on Sept. 3 and discussed the framework developed by the Counseling, Testing, & Linkage work group. The group was provided an outline of how the recommendations from the committee are incorporated into the draft framework. The committee voted to approve the draft framework that will be presented to the HPPC on October 9, 2008. The next meeting is scheduled for 10/1 from 3-5:30 pm.
