Announcements:

Community Co-Chair Election:  Ben Hayes recently announced his resignation from the Council as of November 30, 2010.  His current term as a Community Co-Chair will end on June 30, 2011.  Thus, the HPPC is holding an election for the Community Co-Chair position, to complete the remainder of his term, which will run from Dec 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.  We will vote at the November 4th HPPC meeting. 
Follow-up:  A question was raised at the June HPPC meeting regarding the number of HPS staff present at Steering, on Committees, and at other HPS meetings.  It is important to note that staff do not get to vote at Steering, and on Committees they share one vote.  The HPS Staff present at meetings, each represent a different role.  For example, Tracey as ex-officio provides history and clarification on governing policies and Eileen is the staff person who works directly with Co-chairs and oversees Community Planning.

Vienna Declaration:  At the August 12th Council meeting, Michael Discepola asked that Co-chairs and Steering to discuss the HPPC signing on to support the Vienna Declaration.  The Steering Committee agreed by vote at the August 26th meeting that the HPPC should sign-on. Update on City, State, and Federal issues:
Mayor’s Hepatitis C Task Force:  Hepatitis C infection is more prevalent among African Americans than in any other racial group in the U.S. The CDC estimate that African Americans are 12% of the population, but make up 22% of people living with hepatitis C in this country. On October 20, over 50 people gathered at City College’s Southeast Campus for a community forum, Hepatitis C in the African American Community, to discuss this health disparity. Participants had a lot of interest, questions, concerns and energy about addressing the hepatitis C epidemic, particularly among African Americans. 
The Mayor’s San Francisco Hepatitis C Task Force is in the process of completing recommendations for strategically addressing hepatitis C in San Francisco. Committee Updates:
Bylaws, Policies & Procedures Committee:  The Committee met on October 20th, and debriefed the October 14th presentation to the HPPC. The group continued discussing the Policies & Procedures, specifically focusing on issues related to attendance.  The committee will continue discussing issues related to attendance at the next meeting. The Council Co-chairs support this committee continuing on in 2011.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 17th from 3:00-5:00 p.m. in 330B.
Community Education & Engagement Committee (CEEC):  The Committee met on Tuesday, November 2nd.  The members continued to discuss the TMSM Community Forum including finalizing the agenda, panelists, draft questions, logistics, advertising and promotion. Membership Committee:  The New Member Orientation was held on Thursday, October 21st from 1-4 pm.  The Orientation was planned and facilitated by members of this committee along with some HPS staff. The Orientation included opportunities for the new members to meet and interact with each other as requested by the Co-chairs of the Membership Committee. Points of Integration (POI) Committee:  The Committee met on Monday, November 1st. The group discussed next steps for disseminating the CVL memo to the Health Department.  The group reviewed the recommendations of the HIV & Aging workgroup and discussed next steps.
