1. Welcome, Introductions, Announcements and Changes


· The meeting began at approximately 3:05pm.
· Members introduced themselves.
· Michael announced that there are open seats for two At-large Steering Committee Members.  At-large members are regular members of the Steering Committee with voting responsibilities.  The election for these two seats (with different terms) will take place at the February 12th HPPC meeting.

· The 1/12/09 minutes were approved by all present members.
4. Committee Business 
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The HPPC update will now be distributed in a written form titled Steering Update.  These are the main highlights of the meeting and activities of the HPPC:
Steering update

1/22/2009

· Counseling testing & Linkage unit is applying for a CDC grant on testing technologies.  Teri Dowling will come to the HPPC meeting on 2/12 to request a letter of support.  Betty will be sending out background information on this grant, so that members will be prepared to vote.

· Grant announced that the City has a 575 million dollar deficit. He explained that the Mayor wants a 12 ½ reduction across all City programs. DPH will have a 100 million dollar cut.

· The Co-chairs want to make sure everyone is aware of the process of approving chapters for the Plan. The next chapter to be brought to the Council for approval will be the Community Assessment Chapter in April. It was suggested that we have a few slides that illustrate the steps the chapter has gone through with the committee, and a “we are here” slide which shows what we are voting on and what our process is.

· Co-chairs reminded members that it is ok to make a Point of Order or Point of Information request.  This is a question about the process or a particular motion. You say, “Point of order” or “Point of information.” Co-chairs can allow points of order/information.  No vote is needed.

· A community member application was accepted for membership committee.

· The Co-chairs decided that since we are focused on the completion of the Plan we will not open the “parking lot” until the end of the year.

· The election for an At-Large Steering Committee Members will take place at the February 12th HPPC meeting.  At-large members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee.   At-large members are regular members of the Steering Committee with voting responsibilities.  If you are interested, or if you would like to nominate someone, please contact Betty Chan Lew.  Any nominee that accepts the nomination must submit a statement of intent by February 6th at 5:00 PM.  The statement of intent should include what you would contribute to Steering if you were an At-Large member and why in a brief two paragraph format.  **Please note that these two seats have different terms. Please specify which term you would like to run for, or both. The At-Large seat is a two year term.  Jonathan Batiste has just resigned from his At-Large seat. The term for this seat is February 1, 2009- January 31, 2010.   Tei Okamoto's term ends January 31, 2009. The term for this seat is February 1, 2009-January 31, 2011.

· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)

· At the January 26th meeting, there was a discussion on the continued budget cuts.  A presentation was given and a dialogue ensued on the budget impacts on Ryan White funds – how to be prepared if there are additional cuts and how to minimize the impact and harm these may have on services.
· A small needs assessment on stigma (stigma as a barrier to accessing services) is being conducted.

· The HSPC is currently in the process of approving their three year plan as per the HRSA guidelines.  This will help define the HSPC goals and objectives for the next three years.
· Report back from linkage to care working group 

· A draft of the Standards of Care for linkage from HIV testing to care is nearly complete and will be sent out to a small group of providers for review this month. It will then be reviewed by Michelle Long and Grant Colfax.  The workgroup is still waiting for feedback.
· Process Evaluation

· Thirteen people returned surveys.  Overall the feedback was good.  There was some concern about time management and helping those members who are quieter to speak up and those individuals who tend to talk more to not monopolize the conversation.
· There was no public comment on this agenda item
5. Epi Chapter Outline Draft
· Review of draft outline

· The committee continued to review the draft outline – beginning where we left off at last month’s meeting (page 6).  Members provided comments that Harder+Company will integrate and bring back to the next meeting.  
· Maree Kay mentioned that we will be able to plug in the 2007 Epi numbers for now (and the April presentation to HPPC).  However, we should have the 2008 Epi numbers available to include in the chapter before printing in The Fall.
· A few questions were raised that  Michael will follow up on: 

a. 1) Should POI consider using Willi McFarland’s 2006 consensus data in the 2010 Plan?  If so, how?  Will there be an update/addendum for the next plan?

b. 2) Randy Allgaier asked why MSM-IDU BRP is lumped into MSM BRP.
· Charles Siron from HSPC raised an important topic that perhaps could be good topic for discussion at our next joint meeting – Mental Health as an indicator of risk for HIV transmission (this may include depression, isolation, loneliness as well as other mental health conditions).
· The POI Committee is scheduled to present at the April 9th HPPC meeting.
· There was no public comment on this agenda item.

· Members filled out their process evaluations. The meeting adjourned at 4:45pm.
