4. Committee Business 
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The HPPC update will now be distributed in a written form titled Steering Update.  These are the main highlights of the meeting and activities of the HPPC:

Steering update

3/26/09

· Frank announced that April is National STD Awareness Month.  This is a national effort to increase awareness of STD prevention, transmission, and treatment.
· Grant announced that there can still be budget cuts coming down the pipeline.  He also announced that the HIV Prevention Section program managers will be relocating to a separate “business office” at 1380 Howard.  He added that he and Tracey will keep members updated on this as they receive information.

· Grant announced that he & Isela met with the Health Services Planning Council (HSPC) Co-chairs. The meeting was an opportunity for the Co-chairs of each Council to provide updates on what each group has been working on. The Co-chairs’ began discussing the joint meeting, but details will be finalized when they meet in June.  The Co-chairs discussed four potential topic areas for the joint meeting: Co-infection with Hep C, Community Viral Loads, Integration of Prevention & CARE, and the Stigma needs assessment being worked on by the HSPC & Harder & Co.  The Co-chairs of each Council are sharing these topic areas with members to gauge interest, and determine the focus of the fall joint meeting.
· Eileen announced that at the UCHAPS meeting in DC the group met with Jeff Crowley the new Director of the Office of National AIDS Policy. A detailed update of the meeting will be in the April 9 Co-chairs’ report.

· The process of approving chapters handout is still being formatted by staff. It will be completed and at the Council table in May, which is when the HPPC will be approving the Community Assessment & Epidemiology chapters.

· The agenda for the April meeting was approved.  The Points of Integration (POI) committee will present a detailed framework of the Epidemiology chapter.  The Latino Action Plan workgroup will also give an update on the work on the action plan to date.

· It was added that at the March HPPC meeting the members voted to approve that TransMales who have sex with Men (TMsM) be included with the Men who have sex with Men (MsM) behavioral risk population (BRP) in the 2010 Priority Setting Model.  It was also mention that the HPPC approved a 1-2% funding recommendation for TMsM.
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)

· At the last meeting, there was a discussion of the juggling of Ryan White funds and general fund cuts.
· A few new CARE Council members attended this meeting.

· The new HIV Health Services Resource Guide is now available.  Christopher Gortner from the AIDS Office (HHS) can help distribute these materials.  It is also available on-line.
· Report back from linkage to care working group 

· A draft document of the Standards of Care for linkage from HIV testing to care is complete and still needs to be finalized.
· Process Evaluation

· Twelve people returned surveys.  Overall the feedback was good.  Several people mentioned that the meeting was well facilitated and was a productive, constructive and informative discussion.
· It was also discussed to have a written Care update as well
· There was no public comment on this agenda item
5. Review Epi Framework presentation (vote)
· Aimee gave some background/framework for this presentation.  She also described the timeline.  We will present this Epi Framework to the HPPC in April and then the full chapter in June for approval.
