1. Welcome, Introductions, Announcements and Changes

3. Approval of minutes from 8/18/08 meeting
· The 8/18/08 meeting minutes were approved.
4. Committee Business 
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
· Summary of 8/28 Steering Committee Meeting:

· Henry Fisher Raymond from the Research Section asked Steering for a letter of support for his application to NIH to fund a Transgender Behavior Surveillance Study.  If SF gets it, the award would be $275K per year for two years.  As stated in the HIV Prevention Plan, receiving a letter of support from the HPPC means that the applicant has to present the data back to Council.
· Follow up from full Council on potential new legislation that would decriminalize sex work in San Francisco: Israel is going to ask someone to present more information about this item at the next Steering meeting so that it’s clear what’s being asked of HPPC.  After that, Steering will vote.
· After many long discussions, San Francisco finally received its carry-over funding from the CDC.  The funding will to two areas: expanding partner services and HIV testing among African American MSM.
· The Membership committee is requesting that everyone complete a short survey about orientation for new members.  Please look for the email in your Inbox and respond.
· The next HPPC meeting will be Thursday, September 11.  There will be two main items discussed.  1) Syringe Access Policy and 2) Update on the African American Action Plan.
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)
· It was reported that at the last meeting on August 22 there was a successful allocation summit with not too many points of contention.
· The next meeting will include a final needs assessment by Harder and Company as well as a first analysis of the CoE’s.

· Report back from State Community Planning Group (CPG)
· John Melichar reported that in January 2009 this group will be opening up membership.  Also, the CPG just signed off on the Interim Progress Report for the State to the CDC.

· The next meeting will be in November in Monterey.
· Report back from linkage to care working group
· This group is currently working on the timeline and looking at three components; 1) assessment, 2) orientation 3) game plan.  
· The group is focusing on when the linkage occurs, and how to ensure it covers variety areas like linkage to medical care, linkage to case manager at medical site, linkage to care at a non-medical site and linkage to other services.
· The next meeting will be on September 19.
· Process Evaluation 
· 13 surveys were returned!!  Thanks to everyone who participated and completed surveys after last month’s meeting! 
· Overall, participants thought that the meeting went well.
· One concrete suggestion was to have index cards available for members to write down comments/questions in case they don’t feel comfortable asking in front of the group.  We will have index cards available for the remainder of the year.
