Steering Committee Update – Tonya gave an update from the Steering Committee.  This committee presented the revised HPPC membership application to Steering.  The feedbacks are – 1) too compact, may need to be 2 pages; 2) asking personal experience on the application may not be appropriate for some of the categories (i.e. rape); 3) add a question on what kind of pronoun a person would like to be addressed; and 4) other CDC categories that may need to be need to be included.  The Steering also talked about having security at future HPPC meetings.
5. Diversity/Team Building
Mazdak Mazarei from Asian & Pacific Islander American Health Forum (APIAHF) presented his ideas for training.  The group helped Mazdak brainstorm several goals and objectives for the training and provided several ideas to include in the training plan.  Mazdak will be in contact with Jenna who will work closely with Tonya to present the training plan for approval at the March 27th Steering Committee meeting.
6. Vision for HIV Prevention
Israel Nieves-Rivera from the HIV Prevention Section co-presented with Jenna on this agenda item.

The Vision:

Focus on drivers of the HIV epidemic;

Focus on structural interventions;

Continue emphasis on prevention with positives; and

Expansion of programs and interventions that support people knowing their HIV status.

Summary:
All of the approaches are in current HIV Prevention Plan.

What’s different is that we are bringing a magnifying glass to each of these above four approaches as we move forward.
