JOB DESCTIPTION:  

The Public Health Foundation Enterprise, Inc. and the San Francisco Department of Public Health, HIV Research Section, invite applications for a full-time Research Clinician/Study Coordinator.
ESSENTIAL DUTIES:

Under supervision of a physician and the direction of the Principal Investigator, the Research Clinician/Study Coordinator will provide overall study coordination of an HIV prevention clinical trial among HIV-negative men who have sex with men and conduct clinical visits with study participants. This position will work collaboratively with a small, close-knit research team.  The essential job functions include the following:

Study coordination duties

1. Develop and implement study specific protocols and a comprehensive quality assurance and control plan
2. Prepare regulatory submissions and handle routine regulatory activities
3. Correspond with study sponsor and research collaborators and participate on study conference calls

4. Provide oversight of laboratory issues, specimen processing, ordering of supplies, study drug inventory, and scheduling issues
5. Develop and participate in training activities for the HIV Research Section

6. Perform other related duties as required

Research clinician duties

1. Collect medical and behavioral histories, conduct routine and symptom-driven physical examinations and evaluate potential adverse events in study volunteers according to protocol requirements
2. Provide study-related education and counseling and obtain written informed consent from potential study volunteers

3. Perform phlebotomy, routine microscopic tests and rapid HIV tests

4. Provide risk reduction and HIV pre- and post-test counseling and provide appropriate referrals for medical and psychosocial care
5. Dispense medication, administer vaccines, maintain product logs

6. Offer diagnosis and treatment of sexually transmitted infections for study volunteers and their partners

The Research Clinician/Study Coordinator will be required to take telephone emergency back-up call for study participants 5-10 days per month. Early evening hours may be required.

· Possession of a valid California License as a Nurse Practitioner or Physicians Assistant
