	There may be some funding for a social marketing campaign. We should know by August 2006. If there is money, we will ask for HPPC input on priorities. If not, this item will be put in the funding parking lot for future consideration.

	Provide culturally specific substance use programs for under-served populations such as women, youth, transgendered individuals and MSM.
