1.  Welcome, Introductions, and Announcements
Interim Chair Ed Byrom called the meeting to order at 1:06.  Everyone introduced themselves.  Vincent Fuqua announced that Pete Morse had passed away.

2.  Public Comment
There was no public comment.

3.  Committee Business (possible vote)
· Elect Co-chairs (explain their role)
Ed explained the role of the co-chairs and discussed the MOU between the two Councils.  Billi Jean Kanios explained that the CARE members were to follow the protocol of the Prevention Council.  Under those rules, only Ken Pearce, Randy Allgaier, Billie Jean Kanios and Susan Philip were eligible voting CARE members.

Ed Byrom and Johnathan Batiste were nominated for chair as Prevention Council members.  Only Susan Philip was nominated for chair as a CARE member.

Ed Byrom and Susan Philip were elected Co-Chairs of the Committee.

· Set meeting date and time 

The Committee reached a consensus that the Committee would meet on the 1st Monday of the month from 3:00 pm to 5:00 pm.  February 5 would be the date of the next meeting.

· Community member discussion
There was a discussion of the voting rights of various members.  Community members could participate in the meeting but not vote, until they have been approved by the HPPC Steering.  Applications to become community members were made available.

· HPS and Harder + Co. (role)
Aimee Crisostomo explained how Harder & Co. provided technical assistance in addition to note-taking services at each meeting.

· Committee Structure
Chair Byrom explained that the Committee would include a roll-over of work in progress at the end of the last year.  Each meeting would also include an update of each Council’s activities.

4.  Steering Report:
HIV Health Services Planning Council (HHSPC)
The Community Outreach and Advocacy Committee of the CARE Council were considering holding forums, one of them – in May -- on prevention with positives.  Some coordination between the two committees might be useful.  Its next meeting would be on February 14 at 5:30 pm.  The full Council is still waiting to hear the full impact of the newly enacted CARE Act.  Many details were still unclear, particularly when certain provisions would go into effect; housing was an important consideration and was being studied as well by a select Committee set up by the Board of Supervisors.
HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The Prevention Council and the CARE Council were preparing for a joint meeting on February 8.  This Committee had been asked to suggest topics that might be discussed.  The council is working on attendance policy.

For example, the community forum needed discussion.  The Committee may wish to review the bath house issue.  Some were concerned that some data be examined on any mental health or substance abuse issues that may impact a late tester.  Problems concerning youth and the incarcerated could be considered.

There was also a discussion of ways to remind the Committee of its parking lot.  In addition, Vincent Fuqua agreed to provide earlier materials concerning the issues to be carried forward from last year.
