1. Welcome, Introductions, and Announcements 
The meeting was called to order at 3:07 pm.

Jonathan Batiste announced an upcoming black film festival sponsored by the Black Coalition on AIDS.

Derrick Mapp alerted the group to the upcoming Black AIDS Day.

Vincent Fuqua announced that in accordance with the Sunshine Ordinance, photos would be allowed at Prevention Council meetings.

2. Public Comment 3:10-3:15 pm 
Michael Petrelis asked that Dr. Klausner be held accountable for his position on Viagra.  He considered this to be part of the same pattern as an earlier syphilis ad comparing folks with syphilis to a time bomb.  He believed this creates barriers to testing and treatment.

• Who you can go to if you have a concern 
Evaluation was handled by Kathleen and Kevin.  Hard copies of evaluation attachments would be provided by staff or Harder & Co.
• Role of Harder & Co. 
Harder & Co. provides technical assistance to the co-chairs and DPH staff.  They also provide the note takers and contract with process evaluators.

• Role of Process Evaluation 
There was a discussion of the process evaluation.

• Role of  HIV Prevention Section (HPS) 
John Melichar, Vincent Fuqua, and Michael Paquette are HPS support staff.  They help facilitate meetings with the co-chairs and respond to the needs of committee members.  They share one vote on the committee.

• Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC) 
The Prevention Council was working on the attendance policy, the upcoming joint meeting with the Care Council, and ensuring that the council reflects the affected population.  Mr. Discepola noted that there were legal requirements that need to be reflected by the attendance policy; particularly how one’s HIV status is handled.  Mr. Fuqua assured everyone that their voice was welcome on how the membership of the council could be made more inclusive.

• Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)
Ms. Kanios said the Care Council was working on the effects of the reauthorization.  It had had a retreat where the responsibilities of this committee were discussed.  She was uncertain as to how these ideas would be communicated to the committee by the Care Council.  This may highlight glitches to be expected as the two Councils consider their joint MOU.

• Timeline
The Committee reviewed the present timeline of the remainder of this year.  They were focused on selecting three topics from the parking lot which could be studied as the year progressed.  The topic of late testers would be brought back to the committee once the needs assessment had been completed.

• Parking lot
Items added

Questions concerning the lack of infrastructure and coordination for groups serving black MSM men in San Francisco were discussed.

Some wanted to discuss other Prevention with Positive programs across the country, evaluating them.

Some suggested the relationship of substance use and mental health issues needed more study as to its relationship with HIV issues.

Issues

Some suggested consolidation of issues on the Parking lot.  It was suggested merging CARE reauthorization’s effect on prevention, with prioritization and allocation.  There was a linkage of Care/continuing of services and Looking at people who fall out of care.

There was some discussion of the upcoming community forum and the need for this committee to be advised of what role it was expected to play if it was to play a role at all.

A great deal of the discussion centered on the individual issues and their interplay.  A consensus arose that scope of practice would be one of the three issues.  A consensus then developed to study linkages to care and what to do with folks who drop out of care.  The members then expressed their preferences.  The last preference was tied between the issues regarding Youth and Young Adults and the STD/HIV interaction.  The Committee agreed to determine the final topic at a later day.
