1. Welcome, Introductions, Announcements and Changes

4 Committee Businesses
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The parking lot was to be approved this month.  Surveys were to come out more rapidly following a meeting.  The co-chairs would like to have the survey results available when they meet the week following a meeting so a three day turn around is requested.  Less than half of the committee members are completing it.  The Co-chairs use the surveys for better facilitation.  In June, we may have a discussion of the survey results on the agenda.  Members should fill it out even if they were satisfied with the conduct of the meeting.  A community meeting focused on transgender issues will be held in June, location TBD.
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)
HSPC is focused on the amount of award, the announcement of which was just delayed from May 1 to May 15.  Thus, they must still contemplate a worse case scenario of $6.2 million in cuts, hopefully to be balanced by City general fund add-ons.  The Council may have additional meetings.  Housing has been studied by several groups and there appears to be an agreement by the political authorities to hold harmless folks who now receive housing.
· Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) Update

The MOU approved by Care Council Membership Committee.
· Update from California Planning Group (CPG)

There was nothing new to report but recommendations are still being developed for the state aids office.  Mr. Pearce believed it is important to link folks who have just tested positive with care before letting them go because 40% don’t come back and are lost to care.
· Decide on alternative date for September 

There was a consensus that the September meeting would be held on September 10th at 3:00 pm.
5.  Serosorting / Next Steps
A recent telephone conversation with folks from around the country confirmed that the work here is on the cutting edge of HIV/AIDS policy.  The issue seemed to be centered on the role of public health.  Should it be describing sero-adaptation behaviors in the community or should there be an endorsement by the SFDPH.
There was a discussion of the role of this committee in setting policy.  It would act in an advisory nature.  The question was what the next steps in formulating that advice would be.  That advice could fold into the Department of Public Health’s policy on harm reduction and be consistent with it.

There was a consensus that the committee should begin writing a white paper on the issues and terminology involved.  For positive/positive practices, the risks of Superinfection and STD’s should be explored.  For negative/negative, the issues of defining negative needed to be discussed.  Studies were just beginning on the effectiveness of the strategy and the limited data now available had to be accounted for.  Strategic positioning would be included.  Folks saw this as part of a strategic continuum.  Resources needed to be made available for those who wanted to negotiate safety contracts in their relationships.  There was no unanimity in discussing any possible endorsement.  The white paper should include the data on risks assessment already presented from the literature review.
6.  Late Testing Recommendation 
This committee had made earlier preliminary recommendations.  Last month Harder & Co presented its needs assessment, so now the committee is ready to make its final recommendations.  These final recommendations will be taken to the full Prevention Council.
The policy itself should be revisited on a periodic basis.  It would go into the Council’s 2008 plan so it should be reviewed before then.

These changes were made to the draft presented:

· Language was added to the recommendations concerning immediate linkage of positives to care under rapid confirmatory HIV tests.

· Mental health issues are implicated in the substance user portions of the plan.  This would be reflected in a new section tracking the substance user section.
· A section at the beginning would explicitly require annual review of the recommendations and the Department of Public Health’s response to the recommendations.

Motion (Mapp/Discepola) to approve the recommendations as revised passed unanimously.
7. Begin discussion on Scope of Practice
Ms. Crisostomo would provide guidelines as to what the scope of practice would include by reviewing the literature.  There was some discussion as to folks who would be good to invite, such as Bill Blum and others.  The Department of Public Health’s website could be reviewed for more names.
8.  Evaluation and closing
The meeting adjourned at 4:54 pm.
