The Steering committee is calling for nominations for an At-large member to the Steering Committee. At-large Members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee. The at-large seat is a two year term. Currently, Frank Strona is the other At-large member.  He has one year left of his term. The election will take place at the February meeting. 

2007 HPPC Committees:
There are four committees for 2007.  An email was sent out asking members to submit their 1st and 2nd choices.  Committee meeting time and date will be determined when the Council breaks into committees during today’s Council meeting.
Points of Integration between Prevention and CARE:
This is a joint committee of the HIV Health Services Planning Council and the HIV Prevention Planning Council.  This committee’s work is guided by the following two questions:
· How can prevention and care work together to improve both HIV prevention and HIV health services?
· How can we support Prevention with Positives (PWP) services in San Francisco?
Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions:
· This committee will explore issues related to substance use and HIV and make recommendations for structural and other solutions aimed at prevention of HIV in this regard (including alcohol) and how they are related to HIV risk.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan
This committee will kick off planning for the 2008/2009 HIV Prevention Plan by tackling two key issues:  (1) how the HPPC sets priorities for funding,and (2) assessing unmet HIV prevention needs.
Membership/Community Liaison Committee (Standing Committee (per HPPC Bylaws):
· The committee oversees and implements new member recruitment, application, selection, and orientation for the HPPC.  The Membership Committee also ensures parity, inclusion, and representation on the Council.
Project STOREE Update:
Project STOREE is San Francisco’s effort to develop a meaningful approach to evaluation – one that will allow us to tell the story of what we do well and how we could improve.  Project STOREE was inspired by the HPPC’s 2004 Strategic Evaluation Plan.  There are a number of projects going on that fall under the Project STOREE umbrella.  Here are brief updates on each:

· Core variables.  The new core variables requirement for Health Education and Risk Reduction (HERR) and Prevention with Positives (PWP) providers is currently being implemented.  We hope to have some data for the HPPC on who is being reached with what services by the end of 2007 if not sooner.
· Qualitative evaluation.  The HIV Prevention Section (HPS) has contracted with two consultants who will be conducting a citywide qualitative evaluation of San Francisco’s HIV prevention efforts, beginning this month. Stay tuned for more details.
· Special projects.  A few agencies will be conducting advanced analyses of data they have been collecting in recent years to tell various stories about HIV prevention in San Francisco – e.g., how access to housing impacts risk behavior, if and how a sexual networks approach to HIV prevention is effective. Data will be disseminated at the end of 2007.

· Project STOREE Working Group.  A group of HPS staff and providers have been meeting over the last several months to develop a long-term plan for evaluation of HIV prevention in San Francisco.  This group will present their plan to the HPPC and providers for feedback sometime this year.
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
