Announcements:
Visit from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC):
On Monday, February 5, 2007, Dr. Kevin Fenton, Director of the National Center for HIV, STD, and TB Prevention (NCHSTP) and a team of CDC representatives representing divisions from HIV prevention, Hepatitis, STD, and Tuberculosis met with the SFDPH to discuss the strengths and challenges to collaboration and integration of services.  Dr. Fenton and his team also visited Tenderloin Health and Magnet to highlight two organizations that have created effective models of integration of these services.  Dr. Fenton was also the featured guest at the Community Partnership on Gay Men’s Health, where community members were able to engage in a dialogue with him regarding their concerns and recommendations on how the Center supports prevention messages and services to the gay/bisexual community.

The Steering committee is calling for nominations for an At-large member to the Steering Committee.  At-large Members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee. African American Action Plan:

The State Office of AIDS has designated local health jurisdictions to create an Action Plan to adequately address the HIV Prevention needs of African American gay men and men who have sex with men (MSM). The focus will be on C &T and HERR.  The HPS will be establishing a working group to address these needs.
Harder & Co Update:

Needs Assessment Update:
A total of 24 interviews were conducted which Harder+Co. is currently analyzing.  In addition, two focus groups with a total of 14 individuals were conducted in January.  A draft of the report will be reviewed by DPH/HPS in February/March. Findings will be presented to the Full Council via Powerpoint in March or April.  A full report will be submitted to the Steering Committee in May for final approval. 

Epi Chapter:
A draft of the Epi Chapter update is currently under DPH review. A final draft will be made available to Council Members by March.
2007 HPPC Committees:
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care:
The committee met on 1/16/07 and then again on 2/5/07.  The committee selected the first Monday of the month from 3-5 for its meeting time.  Ed Byrom (HPPC) and Susan Philip (CARE Council) have been elected co-chairs.  The committee will be looking at sero-sorting, linkage to care and looking at the parking lot from last year.  The next meeting will be on 3/5/07.
Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions:
The committee met on 2/1/07 and selected the first Thursday of the month from 3:30-5:00 pm to be its regular meeting time.  Emalie Huriaux and Shane Anglin were elected as co-chairs for the committee.  The committee will be looking at syringe exchange policies, structural solutions for IDUs, including a safer injection facility and other models from Europe and the USA, as well as focusing on non-injection drugs such as crack.  The next meeting is scheduled for 3/1/07.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The committee met on Thursday 2/1/07 and selected the first Thursday of the month from 2:30-4:30 to be its regular meeting time.  Isela Gonzalez and Thomas Ganger were elected as co-chairs for this committee.  The next meeting is scheduled for 3/1/07.  The group will review the existing BRP model at this meeting.
