Co-Chairs Report

Announcements:
Urban Coalition of HIV Prevention Services (UCHAPS):
Gayle Burns and Perry Rhodes III represented the HPPC and Eileen Loughran and Israel Nieves-Rivera, represented the HIV Prevention Section at the UCHAPS meeting in Miami, Florida.  During the meeting, the group approved a position paper on HIV Counseling and Testing.  Three jurisdictions presented the work they are doing with “GEO-mapping” to help set priorities for HIV Prevention services.  UCHAPS is in the process of restructuring and re-evaluating their work plan for 2007-2009.
Joint Council Meeting Update:

The sero-sorting/sero-adaptation presentation given by Jeff McConnell will be brought to the Point of Integration between Prevention and Care to continue the discussion, which was not concluded at the joint meeting.  There will be more follow up and discussion with the council as whole body.
Health Related Absence Policy Work Group:

The steering Committee is requesting nominations for the work group to review and develop a possible proposal for a policy and procedures for a person(s) who may be or become affected by a health related absence.  Individuals interested in participating in this group should inform Michael Paquette or Israel Nieves-Rivera, by March 12, 2007.  Once established the work group shall report back to the Council, no later than three months of the first meeting date, the proposed policy and procedure or request for an extension for completion of the draft.

Committee Updates:
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care:
The committee met on 3/5/07.  The committee discussed the presentation from the joint Council meeting on sero-sorting and will continue to look at possible recommendations around sero-sorting.  The next meeting will be on 4/2/07.
Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions:
The committee met on 3/1/07.  The committee began to look at data regarding substance use and its connection to HIV. The next meeting will be on 4/5/07. At that meeting the group will finalize the work plan and begin looking at substance use by BRPs. We have a new community member, Anthony Philip from the LGBT Center.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The committee met on 3/1/07 and reviewed the existing BRP model in the 2004 Prevention Plan.  The next meeting is 4/5/07. The group will review subpopulations and co-factors in the 2004 HIV Prevention Plan at that meeting. There are two community members on this committee, Jen Hecht from Stop AIDS and David Gonzalez from the LGBT Center.
Membership/Community Liaison Committee:

The committee met on 2/12/07.  The committee elected to meet on the 2nd Monday of the month from 2-4 PM to be its regular meeting time.  Dee Hampton and Weihaur Lau have been elected as Co-Chairs.  The committee discussed the 2007 Membership/CL Committee scope of work and is planning for a 2007 Diversity/Communication Training for the full council (date TBD).  Membership/CL Committee will conduct a written survey at the March 8th full HPPC council meeting regarding prioritization of training needs. The next meeting is scheduled for 3/12/07.
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
