Announcements:

Thomas Ganger:

The meeting topics included: approving the UCHAPS Strategic Plan and HIV Prevention Interventions and Initiatives for African American Women.  UCHAPS also conducted its yearly meeting with Kevin Fenton, M.D., Ph.D., Director of the National Center for HIV, STD, and TB Prevention (NCHSTP) and Rob Janssen, Director of the Division of HIV/AIDS Prevention (DHAP).

Committee Updates:
Membership/Community Liaison Committee:

The committee met on Monday, June 11th to review the June 14th HPPC Community Meeting agenda highlighting San Francisco’s transgender communities.  Committee members provided feedback on two presentations that look at Transgender HIV Prevention Services Funded by the HIV Prevention Section and the four motions that Membership/CL Committee will present to the full council for vote.
The committee reviewed seven Latino/a and/or transgender HPPC membership applicants and discussed the plan for the interview process.  Mid-year recruitment interviews will start in early July with notice letters sent out by the end of July.
The next meeting will take place on Monday, July 9th from 2:00 - 4:00 PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care:
The committee met on June 4th and continued discussing Scope of Practice for Prevention with Positives (PwP).  This committee will do a mid-year presentation to the HPPC in July on Late Testing, Seroadaptation and PwP Scope of Practice.  The next POI meeting will be July 2nd from 3-5 pm.
