Announcements:

We are pleased to announce that the Department of Public Health has selected Dr. Grant Colfax as the Director of HIV Prevention and Research.  Grant officially started this role on September 4, 2007.  Grant will join the HPPC as DPH Co-Chair January 1, 2008.
The Co-chairs discussed Rapid Response and reviewed the guidelines outlined in the Policies & Procedures manual and determined that it meets the needs of the HPPC.  The document is attached for your review (see attached document from HPPC Policies and Procedures manual).
Willi McFarland of the HIV Epidemiology Section is scheduled to present at the November 8th HPPC meeting.  He will provide an overview and an opportunity for discussion on the epidemic/endemic issue.
Urban Coalition of HIV/AIDS Prevention Services (UCHAPS):

Gayle Burns and Isela Gonzalez, representing the HPPC and Israel Nieves-Rivera, representing the HIV Prevention Section, attended the UCHAPS meeting in Washington, DC on September 9, 10, and 11.  Isela Gonzalez attended in place of Perry Rhodes III for this meeting because San Francisco presented in a peer TA on HIV prevention efforts in correctional facilities.
UCHAPS also conducted its yearly meeting with Christopher Bates, acting director of the Office of HIV/AIDS Policy in the United States Department of Health and Human Services, Office of the Secretary.  Each year Mr. Bates hosts the meeting that brings together representatives from Public Health Service agencies such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), Office of Minority Health, and Office of Women’s Health.

Committee Updates:
Membership/Community Liaison Committee:

The committee met on Monday, September 10th.  The scope of the meeting was to review the logistics (interview and orientations dates) and timelines for the 2007-2008 Annual Recruitment.  The committee will be interviewing a total of 16 applicants for the annual recruitment of which five applicants will be offered membership into HPPC.  The committee also discussed interest in doing an end-of-year Membership/Community Liaison Committee recap presentation during the November 8th full council meeting.
Since the regularly scheduled Membership/Community Liaison Committee meetings land on a holiday for both October and November, the October meeting has been rescheduled for October 15th, 2:00 – 3:30PM and the November meeting has been rescheduled for November 5th, 2:00 – 3:30PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care:
This committee met on Monday, September 10th.  The members voted and approved two items:  the use of the term "seroadaptation" and the definition of "seroadaptation".  We will report on the details at the October 11th HPPC meeting.  The committee also continued to discuss linkages from testing into care and decided it needed more information before any recommendations could be made.  The members discussed next steps for preparing for the October 11th presentation and Harder+Co will assist with it.  The next POI meeting will be held on Monday, October 1st from 3-5 pm.

Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The committee met on Thursday, September 6 and continued to discuss BRP models.  The committee followed up on the comments from the 8/9 HPPC presentation.  Community experts on injection drug use attended this meeting, and provided input to the group.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 4th, from 2:30-4:30 PM.
Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions:
The committee met on Thursday, September 6 and finalized the proposed structural solutions.  The committee reviewed data on crack and its correlation to HIV.  The committee began to address the parking lot issue regarding substance use services for Spanish speakers.  The next SUISS meeting will be on October 4th, from 3:00-5:00 PM.
