Welcome, Introductions, and Announcements

Co-Chair Perry Rhodes III called the meeting to order at 3:09 PM.  He explained that the bulk of this meeting would be taken up by diversity training and that guests were welcomed to stay, but that they would not participate in the exercises.  He then asked attendees to introduce themselves and for members to make relevant announcements.

· Dee Hampton announced that the AIDS Health Project is recruiting a part time phlebotomist for work largely in the evening and weekends.
· Eiko Sugano distributed flyers for the LIFT program’s Bowling Night, 09/24/07 at Yerba Buena Bowl, copies of which are available to absent members upon request.

· She noted that while the program is focused on youth all are welcomed.

· She also made available copies of the Bay Area Connect to Protect September 2007 newsletter, copies of which are available to absent members upon request.

· Randy Allgaier announced that the US House of Representatives and the Senate have been addressing the cuts to the Comprehensive AIDS Resources Emergency (CARE) Act.

· The House has passed a bill that would restore funding to jurisdictions impacted, such as SF; the Senate however has not passed that legislation.

· He noted that the two California Senators, in particular, do not seem to have AIDS services on their agenda.

· Michael Discepola noted that the Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions Committee would be addressing substance use services for Spanish speakers and that the Stonewall Project offers such services.  This item was on the Parking Lot, and was sent to this committee to follow-up on.
· He made available a flyer entitled, “There’s no waiting!! The Stonewall Project has counseling services available” which publicizes walk-in services and highlights services available in Spanish, copies are available to absent members upon request.

· He also made available cards entitled, “Life. Is it Just A Game?” promoting counseling services available from Tweaker.Org.  Copies are available to absent members upon request.

· Isela Gonzalez announced that the SF County jails have gotten approval for and started to implement the Rapid Testing Algorithm (RTA) study.
