National Alliance of State & Territorial AIDS Directors (NASTAD):

Vincent Fuqua represented the HIV Prevention Section at the NASTAD National Partners meeting to Address HIV/AIDS in African American Communities in Washington, DC on September 24-25.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 27-31, 2007 in Washington DC.
The meeting explored strategies to address the common challenges facing non-traditional partners – institutions that are not HIV-focused - in trying to implement HIV prevention activities. Committee Updates:
Membership/Community Liaison Committee:

Since the regularly scheduled Membership/CL Committee meeting for the month of October lands on a holiday, the committee was rescheduled to meet on October 15th, 2:00 – 4:00PM.
The Membership/CL Committee received a total of 16 applicants for the annual HPPC membership drive; 11 applicants proceeded though the interview process; 1 applicant did not follow up on scheduling an interview; 2 applicants rolled over from the mid-year recruitment drive; 2 applicants asked that their application be postponed and be reconsidered for the next recruitment season.  Five new HPPC members will be appointed as part of the annual recruitment drive.  Committee members will discuss and review the candidates in the next committee meeting and recommend 5 new appointees and 5 alternates.
Due to another holiday in November, the regularly scheduled November meeting has been rescheduled for November 5th, 2:00 – 4:00PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care:
The POI Committee met on Monday, October 1st.  The members continued the discussion on linkage from testing into care.  The group invited a guest speaker, Jason Kwong, from the A&PI Wellness Center to talk about what his agency is doing around this issue.  The committee hopes to have a few more guests present on their agencies’ work in this area at the November meeting.
Committee members also started to plan for the upcoming end of the year POI presentation to the HPPC scheduled for the Thursday, October 11th.  The group reviewed the draft PowerPoint presentation prepared by Harder + Co.
Susan Philip (Co-Chair) did a presentation for the committee on the relationship between STDs and HIV transmission.
The next POI meeting will be held on Monday, November 5th at 3:00 p.m.

Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The SMTD committee met on Thursday 10/4. The group continued to discuss BRP models. The group approved the 5 BRP model with IDU as a BRP.  The group highlighted the remaining tasks that they will focus on this year.  The committee will collaborate with the Transgender Advisory Group (TAG) to finalize the BRP language.  The group agreed to extend the next meeting by 30 minutes. The next meeting is scheduled for 11/1/2007, from 2:00-4:30 p.m.
Substance Use Issues and Structural Solutions:
The committee met on Thursday, October 4th.  The committee continued the discussion regarding substance use services for Spanish speakers.  The group decided to review services for all non English speaking individuals, as well as individuals who had some proficiency with the English language but would benefit from services in their native languages.  The committee continued to work on the proposed structural solutions in preparation for their presentation to the HPPC at the November council meeting.  The next SUISS meeting will be on November 1st, from 3:00-5:00 PM.
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
