Announcements:
HIV Prevention Leadership Summit (HPLS):  After multiple internal discussions and considerations, The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has decided that they will not convene HPLS for 2012.  Given that the International AIDS Conference will be convened in Washington, DC in 2012, the US Conference on AIDS will occur, and other scientific AIDS-related conferences are also scheduled, CDC is extremely mindful of the number of conferences that partners and staff may need to attend in 2012 during these tough economic times.  CDC will be notifying prevention partners of this information shortly, and so we wanted you to be aware of this decision before it was communicated more broadly.
HPPC Email list:  The HPPC mail list is only to be used for HPPC related mailings, HIV prevention updates & notifications, and job postings.  The mail list is not to be used for personal response to announcements, personal notes to members, or other personal business. Changes to Future Meetings:  Please note that on January 12, 2012, the HPPC Jurisdictional Planning Work Group will present their recommendations, proposed workgroups and timeline.  If these recommendations are approved, the HPPC will not until May 12, 2012.  Workgroups will be meeting during this lapsed time to focus and accomplish their task with the goal of presenting their recommendations to the full Council in May 2012. 3x5 Comment Cards:  Please remember that the 3x5 comment cards are for questions or clarification regarding presentations or discussions that happen during meetings.  The cards were originally introduced as a mechanism to get increased participation from members that are more reserved or shy about speaking out.  Lately, some cards have been received that express concerns that are process related. Please note that for any comments about group process or Council dynamics should be included in the process evaluation form for the evaluation group to analyze.
Update on City, State, and Federal issues:
Federal Funding for HIV Prevention for Health Departments:  On January 4, 2012, CDC released the announcement of the funding amounts for state and local health departments across the United States to fund HIV prevention activities this year.  As we knew beforehand, 2012 is the first year in the 5-year CDC process of realigning HIV funding to reflect the geographic burden of the current U.S. HIV epidemic.
In November, HPS shared with you that we had received preliminary notice that our 2012 award was in the mid-range of what we anticipated.  We have received the official notice of award, and, as expected, San Francisco received $7,125,622 to conduct essential HIV prevention activities and $544,210 to expand access to HIV testing services in healthcare settings. 

Because of the mindful planning both internally and with our community partners in anticipation of this reduction, and additional grant funds secured for 2012, there will be no disruption in services at this time.  We will be holding ongoing meetings with stakeholders and community members to continue our discussions re: how to continue San Francisco's innovative and effective HIV prevention efforts that are responsive to the needs of the city's populations at risk for HIV.
