Call for Nominations:  At – Large Steering Committee Member:  The Steering Committee will be calling for nominations for an At-large member to the Steering Committee in January 2009.  At-large members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee.  At-large members are regular members of the Steering Committee with voting responsibilities.  If you are interested, or if you would like to nominate someone, please contact Betty Chan Lew.  Any nominee that accepts the nomination must submit a statement of intent by February 6th at 5:00 PM.  The statement of intent should include what you would contribute to Steering if you were an At-Large member and why in a brief two paragraph format.  The At-large seat is a two year term.  Currently, Jonathan Batiste and Tei Okamoto are the At-large members.  Tei Okamoto’s term ends January 31st.  The election will take place at the February 12th HPPC meeting. HPPC Attendance Policy:  The HIV Prevention Section (HPS) is committed to ensuring that all HPPC members and Community Committee members clearly understand the attendance policy so that it may be simple to adhere to as well as applied fairly to everyone in the same way. HPPC Members’ Role:  Several members have asked for clarification about the role of HPPC members during this time of budget cuts.  It is important for Council members to remember their very specific purview.  The role of Council members is to establish priority populations and prevention activities/interventions based on data and community values.  While this is the role of HPPC members described in the CDC Community Planning Guidance, in San Francisco it is the practice that the HPPC makes resource allocation recommendations by priority populations, but the actual funding decisions are made by the San Francisco Department of Public Health.  It is not in the HPPC’s purview to make decisions about funding to specific agencies or populations.
Although Council members may hold identities as both HPPC member and HIV prevention service provider, it is important to remember that the role of members is to make recommendations for the City as a whole.  The rules set forth in the HPPC bylaws and Policies and Procedures Manual require HPPC members to identify any “Conflict of interest”, defined as an actual or perceived interest (bias), while at the Council table.  If an HPPC member wants to respond as a provider, they need to state that up front before their comment.
