Process Evaluation:

He asked members to continue to complete the evaluations so that we can learn about the process, and if there are any concerns about the work.

Steering Update: 
Isela and Eileen gave a brief update of four items covered at the 1/24 Steering committee. 
· Public Comment:

As you will see on the February HPPC agenda, public comment is included in additional agenda items. The Steering Committee decided to increase opportunities for public comment and questions and evaluate how this affects meeting dynamics and is inclusive of public input. This is in response to a concern expressed by a community member that general public comment at the beginning of the meeting limited community participation.

· Election:  At – Large Steering Committee Member:

The election for an At-large Steering Committee Member will take place at the 2/14  HPPC meeting. At-large Members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee.  At-large members are regular members of the Steering Committee with voting responsibilities.  .The At-large seat is a two year term.  Currently, Tei Okamoto is one of the At-large members.  Frank Strona’s term ended January 31st.  

· Two New Publications:

A “Poppers Advisory” fact sheet has been written and sent to all of our HIV Prevention Providers.  In addition, a revised version of “Oral Sex – Using Your Head” has been updated and printed. · Approve Community members:

The Steering committee reviewed and approved 8 community member applications.

5. Present Timeline

Willow distributed copies of the updated timeline for the year. She highlighted that the Community assessment chapter is an “update” rather than a rewrite. Harder & Co. staff will start looking at it right away, and the committee will review. The plan is to vote on the Community Assessment chapter in July.

6. Present Priority Setting Model to date

· Address remaining questions from 2007

Willow handed out copies of the butcher paper notes/comments from the 12/13 HPPC meeting. Willow went through the comments and provided a response. This will be made available to Council members by being posted on the website.
· Behavioral Risk Populations

A slightly revised version of the 5 BRP model was distributed.  Willow pointed out the addition of a new column titled, BRPs Funded Based on Evidence of Risk. This difference notes that resources will be allocated to groups at highest risk.  This new version of the model represents all BRPs continue to be included in model, but resources only allocated to groups at highest risk.
The group discussed the model. Copies of the 2006 Consensus Estimates Cheat Sheet were distributed. It was noted by a few members  that we can not “debate” science and therefore, the model should be based on risk.

The group agreed that we need to have a logical marker to explain why BRPs are or are not included in the model.  This led to a discussion of reviewing AIDS case data at the next meeting.
· Introductory discussion & planning process for inclusion of sub-populations & Co-factors into priority Setting Model

This will be discussed at the next meeting.
7. Next Steps

· Harder & Co/HPS follow-up items

Action: Willow will send out a PDF of CA chapter for the group to review. The group will share their thoughts and provide feedback about what to include/add to the revised chapter at the March meeting.
