Federal: 
President’s Fiscal Year (FY) 2001 Budget:  On February 1, 2010 the President Obama released his budget request for FY2011.  The following increase for HIV/AIDS Prevention and Care were in the request.

CDC received an increase of increase of $38 million for the National Center for HIV/AIDS, Viral Hepatitis, STD, and TB Prevention (NCHHSTP): 
· $31 million Division of HIV/AIDS Prevention

· $1.8 million Division of Viral Hepatitis 

· $6.7 million Division of STD Prevention

HRSA increase of $40 million for the Ryan White CARE Act:

· $30 million Part B ($20 million for ADAP and $10 million for base fund)

· $5 million Part C  

· $1.8million Dental

· $2.6million AETCs
· $7 million MAI at HRSA
Housing and Urban Development:
· $5 million HOPWA

Presidential Advisory Council on HIV/AIDS (PACHA):  On February 2, 2010, Health and Human Services Secretary Kathleen Sebelius announced the appointment of 24 new members to the Presidential Advisory Council on HIV/AIDS (PACHA).  The PACHA's chair, Dr. Helene Gayle, was appointed in August 2009. This council of HIV/AIDS experts is composed of a diverse group of researchers, service providers, and community leaders from around the country, including people living with HIV.  The Council also includes people who are from community-based organizations that cater to the medical, legal, or mental health needs of people living with HIV and AIDS. 
UCHAPS is pleased to announce that a fellow member, Mario Perez, Director of the Los Angeles County Office of AIDS Programs and Policy, was named as a PACHA member.  Mario has a long history as a leader in HIV Prevention, Care and Treatment programming and advocacy.  His prevention expertise, urban perspective, and innovative thinking and leadership will be an asset to this very important council, charged with advising the President and the Secretary of Health and Human Services in carrying out a national response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic.  

Urban Coalition of HIV/AIDS Preventions Services (UCHAPS):  Isela González and Gayle Burns representing the HPPC and Grant Colfax and Israel Nieves-Rivera representing the HIV Prevention Section will be attending the UCHAPS meeting on February 28th-March 1, 2010 in Houston. During the meeting UCHAPS will be discussing Prevention Efforts:  Municipal Testing Scale Up.  UCHAPS will also receive a presentation from CDC on elements of the pending Syringe Access and Disposal Services and HIV Testing Efforts in Ryan White HRSA Applications. 
Committee Updates:
Bylaws, Policies & Procedures Committee:  The committee met on January 7.  At this first meeting, the group covered business items and developed a draft work plan for the year.  The Committee has elected Yavantè Thomas-Guess and Weihaur Lau as Co-chairs.  The regular meeting schedule is the 3rd Wednesday of the month from 3-5 pm.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, February 17, from 3-5 pm in room 330B.  At this meeting, the group will begin reviewing issues identified in the Bylaws.
Community Engagement & Education Committee:  The committee met on Wednesday January 27.  At this first meeting, the group covered business items and prioritized the items included in the proposed work plan for the year.  The Committee elected Gabriel Galindo and Desmond Miller as Co-chairs.  The regular meeting schedule is the 1st Tuesday of the month from 3-5 pm. However, the next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 16, from 3-5 pm in room 330A.  At this meeting, the group will begin reviewing the timeline for their work year.
Membership Committee:  The committee met on Tuesday, February 9th, from 3:00 to 4:30 PM.  Committee members reviewed an updated committee timeline which includes specific dates and activities Membership Committee is responsible for.  Additionally, the committee started the discussion around the follow-up and dissemination plan for the 2009/2010 Exit Interviews.  The committee is scheduled to present before the full Council on June 10th and may incorporate some of the Exit Interview feedback with the presentation on Membership goals, CDC Guidance, recruitment and Parity, Inclusion, and Representation (PIR).  The committee also discussed the need to formalize the mentorship responsibilities and activities, including a new member process evaluation mechanism to gauge the progress and needs of new Council members.  Several questions were developed and will be followed up on at the next committee meeting to determine the proper mechanism to conduct process evaluation with new Council members. The next committee meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 9th from 3:00 to 4:30 pm.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care (POI):  The Committee met on February 1 and covered two big agenda items. The Committee approved the timeline for the year, noting that some flexibility may be needed if a particular topic area requires more time for discussion. The group also began to discuss the issue of Substance Use and Mental Health, The overall goal of the discussion is to come up with specific opportunities for collaboration between prevention and care and to develop specific policy recommendations for both Councils and the health department to implement, or for existing task forces to consider, that address the crossover issues. The next meeting is scheduled for March 1, from 2-4 in room 330A.
