The main purposes of the HPPC are to: identify priorities for HIV prevention (including populations and approaches), assess gaps in HIV prevention services, and make recommendations to the health department about how prevention can be improved.
Suggested Guidelines

Please use the following guidelines in preparing your presentation to the extent that they apply to you. Using this format will help HPPC members understand the implications for HIV prevention in San Francisco and will prompt them to develop recommendations to the health department. These guidelines are not meant to limit you, but rather to help you focus your presentation.
General Guidelines

· Do not use acronyms, or if you do, define them.

· Be prepared to answer questions – this might mean bringing data or information with you that is not included in the presentation. If you do not have the answer to a particular question, please send the answer to an HIV Prevention Section Staff person after the meeting.

· Please email your presentation to Eileen Loughran (eileen.loughran@sfdph.org) 3-4 days before you are scheduled to present.

· Please bring 50 copies of your presentation to distribute at the meeting.

Public Comment:
As you will see on the February HPPC agenda, public comment is included in additional agenda items. The Steering Committee decided to increase opportunities for public comment and questions and evaluate how this affects meeting dynamics and is inclusive of public input. This is in response to a concern expressed by a community member that general public comment at the beginning of the meeting limited community participation.
Transmen Rapid Assessment Update:
Public Health Foundation Enterprises, Inc (PHFE) in collaboration with the San Francisco Department of Public Health (SFDPH), HIV Prevention Section (HPS) invite applications for a Research Consultant or other researcher with a strong background in qualitative research methodology to conduct a Transmale Rapid Assessment Process (RAP) for the SFDPH, HPS.  The purpose of this RAP is to expand the HPS’s and HIV Prevention Planning Council’s (HPPC)  knowledge and data on San Francisco’s transmale populations risk for HIV and HIV prevention needs to successfully design and provide effective HIV prevention programs. Election:  At – Large Steering Committee Member:

The election for an At-large Steering Committee Member will take place at today’s HPPC meeting. At-large Members are HPPC members and are not chairs or co-chairs of their committee.  At-large members are regular members of the Steering Committee with voting responsibilities.  .The At-large seat is a two year term.  Currently, Tei Okamoto is one of the At-large members.  Frank Strona’s term ended January 31st.  

Two New Publications:

A “Poppers Advisory” fact sheet has been written and sent to all of our HIV Prevention Providers.  In addition, a revised version of “Oral Sex – Using Your Head” has been updated and printed. Federal, State and City Update:
Federal - Although nothing is as yet settled, the CDC has warned that we could have up to a 3% cut in funding due to cuts in the CDC budget for fiscal year 2008.  A plan to deal with this is being worked on. We do not expect cuts in contracts.

State - The Governor has called for an 11% across the board cut of which the State Office of AIDS will absorb 6% leaving a cut to local CA funded prevention programs of 5%, although the budget has not as yet been approved by the State Assembly. The budget will go through many changes at the State level before it is finalized. At this time, we do not expect to cut contracts, but we will keep you informed if there are any changes; and

City – There are potential cuts for fiscal year 2008-09, although we are hoping that prevention contracts may not be impacted or held harmless due to the fact that is it a relatively small portion of the overall budget and fund harm reduction efforts that are unallowable under federal funding restrictions, such as syringe access services.

Other Federal News:

Below is a chart of the domestic HIV numbers in President Bush’s FY 2009 budget request, which was released Monday, February 4, 2008.  The chart compares the President’s budget request to FY 2008 final appropriation.  There is proposed cut of $8 million to Part A (Title I), $5 million to AIDS Education and Training Centers (AETCs) and $1 million to domestic HIV prevention.

Committee Updates:

Membership/Community Liaison Committee:

The Membership/CL Committee met on Monday, January 28th.  Tonya Williams was voted as a Chair of the committee.  Due to the absence of several committee members, an additional Co-Chair will be elected at the next meeting.  Additionally, Tonya Williams will present the revised HPPC membership application form (voted and approved by the 2007 Membership/CL Committee) at the February 28th Steering Committee meeting.
The committee’s main focus in 2008 is to obtain input from the community (via surveys, forums and/or targeted meetings) for the 2009 HIV Prevention Plan.  Membership/CL Committee hopes to work in close sync with other committees to strategically gather community input. 
Although a regular committee meeting has yet to be determined, the next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 21 from 2:00-3:30 PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care (POI):
The committee met on Monday, February 4, 2008.  At the meeting a presentation was conducted by Maree Kay Parisi on the different units and projects being conducted by the HIV Statistics and Epidemiology Section of the AIDS Office.  The goal was to inform the group on what information is gathered by the section in order to understand how the information can be used to develop the Epidemiologic Profile of the HIV Prevention Plan.  

The committee also reviewed the Core Epidemiologic Questions that the plan is to address and the timeline to develop the chapter.  The committee unanimously approved the timeline.
The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 5th from 3:00-5:00 PM. 
Strategies, Interventions, & Evaluation:
The committee met on January 30th to begin their Scope of Work.  The group will meet on the 1st Wednesday of the month, from 3-5 pm. They will not meet in February, therefore the group decided to extend the March meeting from 2-5pm. Janise, from Harder & Co. presented a draft timeline for the committee. The group began discussion on evaluation. Members will receive some materials on evaluation to read to prepare for the March meeting.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:
The committee met on 1/24 and 2/7. This group acknowledges that they have a large Scope of Work therefore they made some adjustments to their monthly meeting schedule. The regular meeting day/time is the 1st Thursday of the month, from 3:30-5:30 pm. The committee has scheduled longer meetings for the months of March, May, July, Sept, and November. During these months the committee will meet from 2:30-6:30 pm.
The committee addressed remaining questions from 2007 which included comments raised at the December 13, 2007 HPPC meeting. The committee will continue their work on addressing sub-populations and co-factors at the next meeting. The next meeting is scheduled for  March 6, from 3-6 pm.

	This recommendation is noted and will be shared with the HIV Statistics and Epidemiology Section of the AIDS Office when presenting information on HIV/AIDS in SF.


Comments/Questions from 3 x 5 cards from 1/10/08 Council Meeting:
	Comments/Questions
	Response

	Did the CDC announce any change to their projections of % HIV and unaware. There has been a lot of press lately that there would be changes in previous projections.
	No, CDC has not released the data and has currently not set a date for the release of the information. The HIV Prevention Section and HIV Statistics and Epidemiology Section are working to draft a SFDPH response to the information.

	“Substance use” breakdown. All drugs are not the same.
	The comment is noted.  Please note that the question in the “hypothesis” asked if substance use contribute to the racial disparity in HIV prevalence between black and white men who have sex with men (MSM) in the United States.  Millet’s paper does break down “substance use.” A copy of the study is available has been able to each of the HPPC members.

	Explore study data. Race in San Francisco? Substance use data for SF participants exists.
	See comment above.  Past HPPC Committees (The 2007 SUISS Committee and 2005 Substance Use Committee) have addressed this question which will be included in the Community Assessment Chapter of the Prevention Plan. 

	Is class, poverty, and/or income a factor?
	While this was not considered in this specific national paper, the Community Assessment Chapter of the Prevention Plan has and will address the issue of income and poverty.

	SF NHBS slide-What defines treatment?

Should include non-specific counseling as Risk Reduction-any modality of health & wellness that affects self esteem, ect. Should account for treatment.
	Please note while the comment is noted, the question regarding treatment is not from the NHBS.  The question in the “hypothesis” asked if less access to Antiretroviral Treatment contribute to the racial disparity in HIV prevalence between black and white men who have sex with men (MSM).  

	Looking at physical evidence-is that the way to look at data for AA MSM?  Measure self-esteem, trauma, being brown while living, racism (stigmatization / criminalization-black man in the world?)
	Please note that the presentation was based on comparing data from SF to the data used by Millet to understand factors that may contribute to the racial disparity in HIV prevalence between black and white men who have sex with men (MSM) in the United States. The Community Assessment Chapter of the Prevention Plan will address cofactors such as mental health, incarnation, and other issues that affect communities and places them at risk for acquisition and transmission of HIV.

	Comment on Native American data:  It is always difficult to hear about NA data with everything else.  It looks as though they are not in high risk when it is genocide!
	The comment is noted and will be clearly shared with our partners in the AIDS Office.  It will be important to get community input on how to share the data on Native Americans in SF without breaching confidentiality. 

	Suggestion for Show Me The Data:

Can the committee decide on key times when important priority and sub-populations discussions are happening to invite participation from the full council?

Perhaps the committee can send out minutes to the full body? Perhaps several meetings can be offered as times to give input?
	The staff has noted this request and will ensure the transparency of the process in the development on the sub-populations.  The staff will send out the work plan that provides targeted dates for discussions on all topics.
