· Update on Timeline
Dara gave a brief update on the CA chapter timeline. She explained that she had received feedback that there was not enough time to review the chapter. The timeline for feedback has been extended to 3/23. The feedback will be incorporated and then the updated draft will be sent to the SMTD committee for review. 

The committee will vote to approve the chapter at their extra scheduled SMTD meeting on 4/16. The group will also review the chapter presentation, and choose presenters for the May 14th HPPC meeting.  
5.   Review and Discuss Chapter
Overall the group agreed that this is a really well written chapter. Members felt that the feedback given at the 2/19 meeting was incorporated into the chapter.

A question was raised why some sections were more expansive than others in the chapter. The member will send the headings of the specific sections to Dara.

· Provide feedback on chapter

The group started the feedback process at the Cofactors section of the chapter because that is where we left off at the 2/19/2009 meeting.

Dara wrote up specific detailed comments on the sections of the chapter  in which to include or edit information. The discussion included the following recommendations:
A member recommended including integration of services in the Substance Use section.

In the Incarceration section, a member asked for the inclusion of CTL data for who tests positive. It was explained that the surveillance data used in the exhibit is much more comprehensive. Dara will follow-up by reviewing CTL data for recent infections.

Prevention services may want to consider the special needs of homelessness such as late night services.

Members felt it was important to mention criminalization of sex workers. (“perceived as soliciting sex"). It was added that services geared towards sex workers should be culturally competent. For example: St James is run by former sex workers and has very flexible hours.

There was concern about the piece on Heavy Alcohol use and if this referred to the general population or stigmatized the LGBT community.

6.  Follow-up items
Dara brought up the concern with the data indicating Chlamydia & gonorrhea as drivers.  She explained that the criteria specifies a 10% prevalence. She explained that it is very clear for the other drivers, but for chlamydia & gonorrhea the one study that showed 10% prevalence was at the City STD clinic.

Dara explained that she can write something about this in the CA chapter, but wants to have the approval of the SMTD committee. The committee will discuss this at the 4/2 meeting, and determine how to proceed.
