HPPC COMMUNITY CO-CHAIR JOB DESCRIPTION

Role Summary

The Community Co-chairs work in conjunction with the SFDPH Co-chair to provide leadership and direction to the HPPC. They ensure that all members understand and exercise their responsibilities and that the HPPC accomplishes its mission and goals.

Selection Procedure and Length of Commitment

The Community Co-chairs are elected by the HPPC in accordance with the voting procedures outlined in the HPPC Bylaws and the Policies and Procedures Manual. The Community Co-chairs are elected for a term of 2 years on a staggered term basis, one in even-numbered years and the other in odd-numbered years.  The Co-chair may be re-elected to one additional term. The lifetime length of service for a Community Co-chair is 42 months.

Roles and Responsibilities

· Serve as the public face of the HPPC at conferences, at events, and in the media

· Monitors the linkages and ensures continuity and concordance among committee work, Council work, the HIV Prevention Plan, the Cooperative Agreement, and resource allocation

· Sit on Steering Committee (SFDPH and community Co-chairs) and Membership Committee (one of the three Co-chairs)

· Sign letter of concurrence/non-concurrence and other official documents on behalf of the HPPC

· Preside at HPPC meetings on a rotating basis, with SFDPH Co-chair

· Follow up on member absenteeism and carry out member dismissal procedures

· Determine the annual scope of work for HPPC and its planning support consultants, form appropriate subcommittees, and assign HPPC members to committees*

· Develop agendas for full Council meetings*

· Develop improved ways to operate the HPPC*

· Act as the first level of intervention in resolving grievances*

During this meeting, UCHAPS met with David Holtgrave, Ph.D., Chair of the Department of Health, Behavior and Society at the Bloomberg School of Public Heath of Johns Hopkins University and Victoria Cargill, M.D., M.S.C.E, Director of Minority Research, Director of Clinical Studies, Office of AIDS Research at the National Institutes of Health. Federal, State and City Update:
Committee Updates:

Membership/Community Liaison Committee:
The committee elected Jonathan Batiste as a committee co-chair who will chair the committee with Tonya Williams.  Mazdak Mazarei of Asian Pacific Islander American Health Forum presented a draft agenda of the Diversity/Team Building training and reviewed the training timeline and logistics.  Several recommendations were made by committee members to fine-tune the training.  The next committee meeting is scheduled for Thursday, May 1, from 3:00-4:30PM.
Points of Integration between Prevention and Care (POI) Committee:
The committee met on Monday, April 7.  The members heard from Tracey Packer who presented the new vision for HIV Prevention.  The members discussed how this might impact their scope of work for the remainder of the year.  The group decided by vote to finish off the work on the epi chapter and then focus on Prevention with Positives Models as well as look at best practices.  The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 5 from 3-5 pm.
Strategies, Interventions, & Evaluation Committee: The committee met on Wed. April 4th. The group discussed the evaluation chapter, and provided comments and feedback for the revision.  The committee will begin reviewing recommendations made by other committees since the 2004 Plan and determine how to incorporate into the S & I chapter. The next meeting is scheduled for May 7, from 3-5 pm.
Show Me the Data!  Getting Ready for SF’s Next HIV Prevention Plan:  The group met on April 3. The committee reviewed data to finalize the decision in which BRPs to have in the model. The group finalized the decision with a vote. At the next meeting the group will begin to discuss the distinction between Drivers and Cofactors. 	Response from HPS

	I would like to applaud the HHPWG for their work. I hope that in their work they recommend that “stable housing” be more than shelters & SRO hotels and that the city needs to eliminate sub-human living conditions in these environments. Quality of life = the #1 driver. To live in unsuitable conditions raises not only HIV risk but also addiction and mental health risks.
	All of the comments/questions for the SF HHPWG were forwarded to them for response.
This comment combined the two presentations so it is included in this chart.

	I did not want to repeat what others said about Grant’s presentation.  A ‘re-focus” of the vision is excellent. It is action oriented and focused.  The focus on ‘driver” is a good shift. 
	Several Council members have made similar comments about the revised vision and a focus on structural interventions and drivers.

	Mr. Petrelis made a really good point today regarding the STD reports.  It would be good if the Council could be given information like this in the future.
