Update on City, State, and Federal issues:
Mayor’s Hepatitis C Task Force:  The Task Force met on May 10th and heard presentations from Barbara Garcia, the Deputy Director of Public Health, and from Dr. Monto, the Director of the Hepatitis C Resource Center at the VA Medical Center.  On May 19th the Task Force hosted a press conference & rally on the steps of City Hall in recognition of World Hepatitis Day and to create awareness about hepatitis C. In June the Task Force will have two meetings: the first is a special meeting on June 7th from 6-8pm at the Eureka Valley Recreation Center (100 Collingwood) which will focus on HIV/Hepatitis C co-infection and sexual transmission of hepatitis C; the second is the regular Task Force meeting on June 14th from 5:30-7:30pm at 25 Van Ness Ave, Room 330A. Urban Coalition for HIV/AIDS Prevention Services (UCHAPS):  Isela González, Gayle Burns, Israel Nieves Rivera and Grant Colfax will be attending a Think Tank on Test and Treat and a UCHAPS business meeting in Philadelphia, PA June 11- 14. The Test and Treat Think Tank will bring together experts in the field of HIV to enhance a discussion regarding Test and Treat.  During the UCHAPS business meeting the members will vote on finalizing the UCHAPS Strategic Plan and continue to the dialogue on becoming a 501c3. Committee Updates:
Bylaws, Policies & Procedures Committee:  The Committee met has met twice since the April 8th HPPC meeting. On April 21 the group met and continued the discussion on voting procedures. The group voted to approve some key decisions that will help the Council run more smoothly. The Committee also debriefed the 4/8 presentation, and discussed strategies to make future presentations clear as we begin to tackle more complicated issues.  The group also met on May 19th, and continued to review the remaining Bylaws topics identified as possibly needing revision.  In June the group will plan the July HPPC presentation and begin discussing issues related to attendance.  The next meeting is scheduled for June 23, from 3-5 pm in room 330B.
Community Education & Engagement Committee (CEEC):  This committee met on 5/4. CEEC is currently working to develop the timeline for the projects they want to complete this year.  Members engaged in a brainstorming session to prioritize sub-populations to focus on. The brainstorm list includes Native American, Trans MSM, Generational Latino (Chicano), African American MSM, and White MSM.  The group also discussed possible formats for working with these populations some examples include: Health Summit (Trans), community forum, speaker bureau, visibility/social marketing, and website (SFHIV). 
Membership Committee:  This Committee has met twice since the last full Council meeting on 4/8/10.  On April 13th, Alic Shook announced his resignation from the Committee.  The members continued to organize and finalize plans for the new member potluck lunch which was held on April 28th.  The members are also working on revising/editing a few documents including the Exit Interview and HPPC Community Member Application.  The members began to discuss elements to include in the Membership Committee presentation for the June 10th HPPC Meeting.
The group also met on May 11th.  There was a quick debrief by members on the 4/28 new member potluck lunch.  The response was overwhelmingly positive and the members hope to continue this event on an annual basis.  The members are now beginning discussion on HPPC recruitment.  It was suggested that membership do a quick survey of current members at the 5/24 joint meeting to assess the current areas of expertise which will help the Committee with the 2010 recruitment process.   The members also voted to approve (with revisions) the June 10th Council Presentation which will be sent to Steering.  The Committee also reviewed and voted to approve the Exit Interview Draft document.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, June 8th from 3:00-4:30 pm in room 330A.
Points of Integration (POI) Committee:  The Committee met on Monday, May 3rd.   The group continued to plan and the joint meeting which is scheduled for May 24th, from 4:30-6:30.  The main focus of the joint meeting will be a small group activity, which will allow members of the HPPC and the HHSPC to interact & discuss issues related to Community Viral Load (CVL).  The committee developed additional guiding questions for the small group activity Aimee is still gathering data and background information on Substance Use and Mental Health.  Jim Stillwell, the County Alcohol & Drug Program Administrator of DPH, will be presenting at the next meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for June 7th, from 2-4 in room 330A.
