Update on City, State, and Federal issues:
Mayor’s Hepatitis C Task Force:  Approximately 50 people attended a special community forum held by the Task Force, in collaboration with the HIV Health Services Planning Council, on June 7th at the Eureka Valley Rec Center. The forum focused on HIV/hepatitis C (HCV) co-infection and sexual transmission issues. Speakers included Val Robb, RN & Brad Hare, MD from the Positive Health Program (PHP), who discussed HIV/HCV co-infection among PHP patients and what services PHP has for co-infected individuals; Erika Tekada from Harder+Company, who presented findings from a focus group with HIV/HCV co-infected individuals, which was sponsored by the HIV Health Services Planning Council; and Steve Manley, David Margolis & Todd Rego who told their personal stories of living with HIV and HCV. Urban Coalition for HIV/AIDS Prevention Services (UCHAPS):  Isela González, Gayle Burns, Israel Nieves Rivera and Grant Colfax will be attending a Think Tank on Test and Treat and a UCHAPS business meeting in Philadelphia, PA June 11- 14. The Test and Treat Think Tank will bring together experts in the field of HIV to enhance a discussion regarding Test and Treat.  During the UCHAPS business meeting the members will vote on finalizing the UCHAPS Strategic Plan and continue to the dialogue on becoming a 501c3. Committee Updates:
Bylaws, Policies & Procedures Committee:  The group met on May 19th, and continued to review the remaining Bylaws topics identified as possibly needing revision.  In June the group will plan the July HPPC presentation and begin discussing issues related to attendance. The Committee will present to the Council on July 8th. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for June 23, from 3-5 pm in room 330B.
Community Education & Engagement Committee (CEEC):  The Committee met on Tuesday, June 1st.  The members continued to define and narrow its schedule of projects for the remainder of 2010.  At last month’s meeting, the committee prioritized populations for community engagement and education.  This month, the planning group, co-chairs and HPS staff reviewed the populations and scope of work and presented the committee with a proposal/schedule of projects.  The group voted to support this proposal as a springboard for this committee in order to move forward for the remainder of the year.  Also, the CEEC presentation to the full HPPC Council has been moved from June to either October or November.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 6th from 3-5 pm in Suite 70 (Basement Floor) at 25 Van Ness.
Membership Committee:  The group met on Tuesday, June 8th.  The committee reviewed the Membership presentation which will be given at the June 10th full Council meeting.  Also, the members brainstormed a possible closing activity/icebreaker for the end of the July 8th HPPC meeting.  We will not meet as a group before then.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 13th from 3:00-4:30 pm in Room 710 (7th floor) at 25 Van Ness.
Points of Integration (POI) Committee:  The Committee met on Monday, June 7th.  The group debriefed the May 24th joint meeting. The Committee briefly discussed come of the comments from the small group activity and the concerns raised about Community Viral Load (CVL). The discussion will continue at our next meeting and the group will determine how to proceed with follow-up on the themes that came out of the joint meeting discussion on CVL. There was a presentation from Jim Stillwell, the County Alcohol & Drug Program Administrator of DPH to which focused on Substance Use that relates to mental health and HIV.
