4. Committee Business 
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The HPPC update will now be distributed in a written form titled Steering Update.  These are the main highlights of the meeting and activities of the HPPC:

Steering update

2/26/09

· Frank announced that April is National STD Awareness Month.  This is a national effort to increase awareness of STD prevention, transmission, and treatment.
· Grant announced that there can still be budget cuts coming down the pipeline.  He also announced that the HIV Prevention Section program managers will be relocating to a separate “business office” at 1380 Howard.  He added that he and Tracey will keep members updated on this as they receive information.

· Grant announced that several job postings have been listed on the State office of AIDS website.  Check the link for more information: http://www.cdph.ca.gov/programs/aids/Pages/OAVacancyAnnouncements.aspx

· It was announced Jeffery Crowley, MPH was named by President Obama as the new Director of the Office of National AIDS Policy.

· Co-chairs have determined that in order to keep Council meetings running smoothly, they will limit each person to two questions.  If someone has more than two questions, they can get back on the list.  Steering committee supported this idea to keep meetings running smoothly.

· A community member application was accepted for Membership committee.

· The framework for the introduction of each chapter was approved by Steering. The group agreed that it should follow the same format as the 2004 Plan.

· To have a process of approving chapters at the tables; it would be double-sided with one side having a flow chart

· The agenda for the March meeting was approved.  The Show Me The Data committee will present the resource allocation recommendations and where transmales will be included in column one of the BRP model (SMTD).  The findings from the transmale rapid assessment will also be presented.

· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HSPC)

· At the last meeting, there was a discussion of the reallocation of Ryan White funds.  Recommendations were given on how to distribute these funds.
· The Council voted on 2/23/09 to move the funding for Tier 2 Care services (support services) from General Fund to Ryan White Part A funds.
· The role HSPC plays in general fund cuts was discussed as well as how this council can give input around these issues to the Health Department.
· Report back from linkage to care working group 

· A draft document of the Standards of Care for linkage from HIV testing to care is complete and it is now waiting for feedback from the Counseling, Testing and Linkage (CTL) Coordinators.   This feedback should be given by the end of the month.
· The next step will be to have a “Provider Forum” to elicit feedback from the Providers.

· It was suggested by one of the members that Physician Providers should also be included in the review of the draft.
· Process Evaluation

· Ten people returned surveys.  Overall the feedback was good.  Several people mentioned that the meeting was well facilitated and was a productive, constructive and informative discussion.
· There was no public comment on this agenda item
5. Review Epi Chapter Draft
· The members along with Aimee began to review the Epi chapter draft. We made good progress and were able to get almost half way through the document (pg. 17).
· One of things that we need to follow up on is the use of the terms “Transmales vs. FTM” and “Transfemales vs. MTF”.  We want to make sure that we are being consistent with how this is being used throughout the plan and also how the community uses the terms.  HPS staff will ask Jenna Rapues from the HIV Prevention Section to bring this question to the next Transgender Advisory Group (TAG) meeting for input.

· It was noted that it is important that we name the source from the data that we will be using.
· Because we are on a tight timeline, the group will need to have a “special meeting” in a few weeks to finish going over the chapter.  It was discussed and the members present agreed to have the special meeting. 
· Michael will send an e-mail in a few days to POI members to set up this second meeting.
· The POI Committee is scheduled to present at the April 9th HPPC meeting.
· There was no public comment on this agenda item.

· Members filled out their process evaluations. The meeting adjourned at 5:00pm.
