4. Committee Business 
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
The HPPC update will now be distributed in a written form titled Steering Update.  These are the main highlights of the meeting and activities of the HPPC:

Steering update

5/28/09

· Isela announced that Perry’s term as a Community Co-Chair will expire on June 30, 2009.  The HPPC is calling for nominations for the Community Co-Chair position, for the term of July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2011 (2 years).  She added that anyone who is interested in nominating one of their fellow HPPC member(s) or themselves, to contact Betty Chan Lew at betty.lew@sfdph.org by Friday June 5, at 5:00 PM.  We will vote at the June 11 HPPC meeting.

· Grant announced that the governor has said that millions in HIV prevention funding are on the table, including all State-supported HIV prevention and education and testing dollars. He added that this would result in a $3 million loss in SF HIV prevention funding. 
· Grant announced that we will be holding a provider meeting on June 2, from 1-3 pm in room 330A to discuss the budget concerns. The goal of the meeting is to discuss the possible budget cuts and to discuss strategies with HPS to maintain vital HIV prevention services during this time.

· The Introduction to the Plan will be sent out on 5/28 to the full Council for feedback.  Feedback is due back by Wednesday 6/10.  The Introduction is a work in progress. It will be voted on by Steering on 7/23. If you have any questions on the process of submitting feedback, please contact Eileen at eileen.loughran@sfdph.org.
· The agenda for the June meeting was approved.  There are three main agenda items: The election of the Community Co-chair, The Show Me the Data (SMTD) committee will present the Priority Setting chapter for approval and the Points of Integration (POI) committee will present the epidemiology chapter for approval and inclusion in the 2010 Plan.

· Mark Molnar, one of the three Council Co-Chairs, is stepping down to lead HHSPC Council Support on a temporary basis.  The other two Co-Chairs, Laura Thomas and Steve Manley will continue to serve as sole co-chairs until he returns from this leave.

· One member was approved for renewal to the Council.  Four applicants were approved for membership.

· The FY09 budget was approved, based on scenarios developed in conjunction with HIV Health Services.

· Eric Whitney and Margot Antonetty (HHSPC Council Member), both from DPH Housing and Urban Health gave a presentation about SF housing

· The Council approved formation of a work group in conjunction with the Long Term Care Coordinating Council

· The Council voted to amended and then approve Conflict Resolution Policy developed by the Council Members Rights and Responsibilities (CMRR) Work Group. 

· Report back from linkage to care working group 

The document of the Standards of Care for linkage from HIV testing to care is now complete.  The PwP Best Practices document is also complete.  These two documents will be put up on both websites (http://www.sfcarecouncil.org/ and www.sfhiv.org) as soon as we received a copy from Harder + Co..
· Process Evaluations
Both sets of evaluations (5/4/09 and 5/18/09) were reviewed.  Of the eleven members who turned theirs in on 5/4, most said the meeting was productive and well facilitated.  A few members said there were some disruptive and distracting side conversations.  From the special 5/18 committee meeting (6 surveys returned), all comments were positive and there were no recommendations given for the next meeting.

5. Community Viral Load Presentation (Action Item)
· Dr. Moupali Das-Douglas presented her findings on her research on Community Viral Load (CVL) and how this is being studied as perhaps an indicator of risk for HIV infection in San Francisco.  This is similar to the presentation she did at this year’s CROI Conference in Montreal.
