· Israel provided an overview of the Interim Progress Report (IPR) process.  He will be available to any Council members who have questions about the process and/or are interested in learning the process. 

· The revised Membership application form was reviewed and voted for approval under the condition of these changes:  a) Gay/Bi/MSM should be added under the “Experience and Expertise” section; the “Experience and Expertise” Section should be in alphabetical order. 
· Tom suggested several changes to make the form typographically consistent: a) make the colons consistent, b) explain IDU on the application, c) be explicit with instruction under the “Experience and Expertise” section, d) include instruction on how to fill the form on-line.
6. Recruitment (Action Item)

· Jenna led the committee in an overview and discussion on the current membership composition and gaps.
· The current membership composition, the feedback received from committee update presentation on June 12th and San Francisco’s HIV epidemiological profile were used to guide the discussion around membership gaps.

· The committee identified representation gaps among the follow subpopulations: transmen and transwomen, Native American, Youth <20 and 21-24 years old, Adults populations between the ages of 30-39 years old, MSM-IDU, Living with HIV/AIDS and Mothers with/at risk. 
· Jonathan made a motion to prioritize the top three subpopulations for this year’s membership recruitment which includes a)Native Americans, b) Youth under 20 years old, and c) MSM/IDU representation.
