· The training could have been more effective if small groups were formed where people were allowed to get to know each other to talk about bias/experiences and discusses power dynamics rather than general diversity issues.

· Lydia’s exercise was really good but lacked some deeper discussions around diversity issues.
· Membership/CL Committee asked if Jenna or Lisa could follow up with Mazdak from API Health Forum to  strategize around a follow up training around group and communication dynamics for next year.
7. HPPC Annual Recruitment Drive (Action Item)
· Betty presented a table to the committee on current HPPC member composition.  Jenna helped her lead the discussion around current gaps reflective of epidemiological data  and membership demographics.  

· Jenna lead the discussion around 11 candidates who interviewed for the one of the five council seats.  Several committee members who participated in the interview process gave feedback on some candidates.  Selection processes was systematically approached which considered membership gaps, interviews, overall interview scores and particular skills each candidate possessed.  
· The membership/CL Committee voted to appoint 5 new HPPC members and 4 alternate members.   The names of the candidates will be recommended to Dr. Mitch Katz, SFDPH Health Director, who will approve the new appointments.
