7. Recruitment (Information  Item)

· The proposed changes for the 2008 Membership application form are:  (1) Add language that states that HPPC membership is on “voluntary” basis; (2)Under the  Experience/Expertise section, make two columns that would delineate between “PE – Professional Experience” and “WE – Work Experience” or both; (3) Change devoted time for HPPC from 10-15 hours to 5-7hours; and (4) Under the Private Medical Provider section, under the Work Experience section add a category listed as “Private/Medical Provider”.
· Recommendations for 2008 unfilled gaps are youth 25 and under and a representative from the private medical field setting or private medical provider.

· The agenda item will be tabled for the next Membership/CL Committee meeting as an action item to officially vote on some of the proposed committee recommendations and discuss other recommendations for Membership/CL Committee in 2008.
