Native American Friendship House would be a possible meeting space which would include a collaborative presentation with Native American AIDS Project, Native American Health Center and  Bay Area American Indian Two Spirit.  Issues that could be potentially be raised at the HPPC Community is to talk about data and present the Shake Your Feathers Grant.
· Jenna presented the idea of a transgender-specific community meeting in response to the recent violent events to the tg community and the projected closure of the TRANS and Transitions Project.  She continued to say that this would be a great opportunity for the Transgender Advisory Group Committee to present some HIV prevention priorities and issues related to structural and data needs of the tg community in San Francisco. 
· Lisa lead a discussion of possibly providing a combined community meeting however committee members felt that it would be more productive to host a meeting that would be specific to a community group or population.
· Weihaur makes a motion to present the June HPPC Community Meeting with a special focus on the transgender community in San Francisco.  The motion was voted on and approved by Membership/CL Committee members.
· Membership/CL Committee will focus its next meeting in May 14th on planning for the June Community meeting.  In addition, an additional planning meeting may be held prior to the June 14th full council community meeting.
