I. Welcome and Announcements
· Jenna welcomed all attendees to the TAG meeting and asked everyone to introduce themselves and the agency they are with.

· Amber announced an upcoming Trans Health and Wellness Fair scheduled for Wednesday, November 28, 2012 from 2:00-4:00 PM at City of Refuge, 1025 Howard Street, and San Francisco.
· Amber also announced that the Transcending support group on Friday nights at City of Refuge is still happening. 
· Jenna announced needs assessment done by UCSF/CAPs for HIV Health Services Planning Council.  
Action:  Jae Sevelius or JoAnne Keatley will be presenting the findings to TAG at the next meeting.
· Jenna introduced Tracey Packer to the group.  Tracey asked the group to let the Health Department know best way to support transfemales in the City.  The goal of the Health Department is to decrease new infections among affected communities with transfemales being a priority population.
· Adam asked about cross bay collaboration between counties.  Tracey explained there have been meetings with Alameda County on collaborating services.  There has been talk about hiring an intern to collect data and find out gaps between counties.


Action:  Nikki requested a list of clinics that serves trans in other counties.
· Amber noted that SAGE and FAP are great resources but expressed more services are needed.

Action:  Identify several existing Transgender Resource Guide for Amber.
II. Transform SF

· Erin Armstrong with Trans:Thrive from API Wellness Center gave a presentation on collaboration between four DPH funded agencies.  They are:  API Wellness Center (lead agency), IFR, Ella, and NAAP.  These agencies provide HIV prevention, HIV tests, support groups, youth support groups, and monthly talking circle at NAAP.  There’s also incentivized 7-page survey and additional incentives are available up to 2 referrals.  Jenna clarified that there could be incentives for HIV tests appropriate justification is submitted.  These agencies are also working on all-day Transgiving event scheduled for November.

· Amber shared that some transfemale sex works will not test because they rather not find out their status due to concern of others finding out and impact their business.  

Action:  Look into linkage to care like tspoon model from Los Angeles County.
Action:  More services and enhancing care for positive transfemales.

Action:  More community clinics are important because most of them can’t afford private medical insurance.

Action:  The group suggested TAG developing social media site to share and promote info.
· Transmales:  There are services at Trans:Thrive and Transmasculin on Tuesday night at API.  More funding resources are needed to reach transmales.
